Just like Hall of Fame Synchro twins Karen and Sara Josephson, Penny and Vicky Vilagos became inseparable in
synchro duet swimming. They competed for Julie Sauve at CAMO in Montreal. At age 17 in 1980, they were
crowned National Duet Champions and expected to perform at the 1980 Moscow Olympics with synchro as a
demonstration sport. When the Boycott spoiled those plans, the Swiss Open Championships became their milestone
as the pair received the world’s first duet perfect score of “10”, just beating out Hall of Famer Tracie Ruiz and Candy
Costie. They became known for their innovation and creativity, especially with their unique attached move at the end
of their routine, which became known in Japan as “The Vilagos”. They competed for the next five years winning gold
medals at the 1981 Pan Pacific Games and the Swim Open (Duet, Team), 1982 World Championships (Team), 1983
Rome Open and American Cup (Duet, Team), 1984 Spanish and Swiss Opens (Duet), and the 1985 FINA Cup
(Team). After a six year retirement from 1985 to 1990, the Vilagos’ made an unprecedented comeback at age 27 to
win the 1992 Olympic Duet silver medal, only .458 points behind the gold medal Josephson twins. All totaled they
won 36 International medals including 4 World and 41 National medals. They attended M’Gill University as
scholarship students helping M’Gill win the University Championships (1983, 1984). Penny and Vicky have helped
raise money for Quebec and Canada Synchro as well as other fund-raising causes, served as contributing authors to
eight books designed to inspire readers, provided public speaking training to athletes and given inspirational talks and
speeches to various organizations.

He was a member of
the 1956 Italian Olympic Team competing in Melbourne finishing fourth, but as the Captain of the 1960 Olympic
Team, he helped to lead his team to a gold medal victory in front of a home-town crowd at the Rome Olympic Games.
He was also Captain of the 1964 Olympic Team just finishing out of the medal count. He had been a competitor in the
1954 Turin European Championships winning the bronze medal and the 1958 Budapest European Championships
finishing fourth. His Italian National Teams competed at three Mediterranean Games, winning two gold medals and
one silver medal. Competing in ten International Tournaments with the Italian team, he helped win five gold medals,
one silver medal and two bronze medals. Giuseppe played for the club teams of R.N. Napoli and Fiamme Oro. Twenty
years later, Giuseppe’s son Marco also played on three Olympic teams.

Games (bronze). He competed at the 1984 and 1988 Olympic Games where the Italian Team finished 7", but the team
came together in 1989 when Ratko Rudic took the coaching controls and the team won the silver medal at the FINA
World Cup in Berlin. Only two years later, they were Olympic Champions in Barcelona and Gold Medalists the next
year at the 1993 Sheffield European Championships, Athens FINA World Cup and Canet en Roussillion Mediterra-
nean Games. Competing in 21 International Tournaments with the Italian Team, he helped win eight gold, two silver
and four bronze medals. As a great defensive player, he helped to keep his opponents from scoring, resulting in a
grand slam of the Italian National Team from 1992-1994 (Olympic Games, World Championships, European Cham-
pionships) and a grand slam of European Cups (Euro League Cup, Winners Cup, LEN Cup and LEN Super Cup).

Known as “Ivanych” to his teammates and “Killer” to his esteemed opponents, Alexander grew to become one of the
most feared defensive players during the 1960’s and 1970’s. His coaches praised his skill, psychological stability and
ability to oppose the most powerful opponents. It was his rivalry with Hungary’s giant scorer Istvan Szivos at the
1972 Olympic Games, which drew the attention of the crowd and demonstrated his technique, stamina and endurance
in helping his team win the gold medal. Only eight years earlier at age 18 in 1964, that he was named to the National
Team on which he competed for over a decade. His dominance helped his teams to also win the 1975 World
Championships and the 1966 and 1970 European Championship gold medals, against the world’s great rivals of
Hungary, Italy and Yugoslavia. Russian National Team Coach, Anatoly Blummental, praises his stubbornness,
decisiveness and leadership to help lift the Russian Team back to world dominance after a ten year interval.

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ZDRAVKO JEZIC (YUG)

FOR THE RECORD: 1952, 1956, 1960 OLYMPIC GAMES: silver (1952, 1956), 4® (1960), COMPETED BEFORE
WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS BEGAN IN 1973; 1950, 1954, 1958 EUROPEAN CHAMPIONSHIPS: silver (1954,
1958), bronze (1950); 1950-1960 Member Yugoslav National Team; 1953, 1957 Trofeo Italia Tournament.

According to Bela Rajki’s book on water polo (1950’s), “Pusko” was one of the outstanding personalities of his time.
He contributed to the development of the “dynamic game” after restriction of movement was discontinued in 1950. He
helped develop the “Yugoslav school” of this fast style of water polo, prompting Yugoslavia’s rise in international
water polo. He played in over 400 games for his Club Mladost’s team. As a member of the National Team from 1950
to 1960 he played every one of the 113 consecutive games. He played in three Olympic Games winning two silver
medals. The Olympic Games were the only completely international competition at that time. He was his club’s team
captain (1952-1962) and national team captain (1958-1960). With his team, he received the gold medal at the
Mediterranean Games and University Games both in 1959.

FOR THE RECORD: ATHLETE 1960 OLYMPIC GAMES: gold; 1964 OLYMPIC GAMES: 4™ 1968 OYLMPIC
GAMES: 4™ 1963 MEDITERRANEAN GAMES: gold; 1967, 1968 ITALIAN NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS:
gold; COACH 1976 OLYMPIC GAMES: silver; 1975 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS: bronze; 1978 WORLD
CHAMPIONSHIPS: gold; 1977 MEDITERRANEAN GAMES: gold; 1977 EUROPEAN JUNIOR

Gianni Lonzi was successful in all aspects of water polo, winning Olympic medals as an athlete, coach and
administrator. Considered one of the best drivers of his time, Lonzi won Olympic gold in 1960 and just missed the
bronze medals of 1964 and 1968. He retired from the water and moved to the pool deck as coach of the Italian team
winning the Olympic silver medal in 1976 and gold and bronze medals in surrounding World Championships.
Knowing the importance of raising young players to success, he coached the 1977 and 1982 Junior teams to gold
medals in European Championships. In 1988 he became the Vice Chairman of the LEN Water Polo Committee and
four years later began his term on the FINA TWPC becoming chairman in 1996.

MAUREEN O’TOOLE (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 2000 OLYMPIC GAMES: silver; WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP COMPETITION: 1978
(exhibition), 1982, 1986 (3™), 1991 (3™), 1994 (4™), 1998 (8"): COMPETED ON U.S. NATIONAL TEAM FOR 21
YEARS: FINA WORLD CUP COMPETITION: 1979 (1Y, 1980 (2", 1983 (2™, 1984 (2"), 1989 (2™, 1991 (3",
1999 (6™), 1999 PAN AMERICAN GAMES: silver; SIX TIME WORLD WATER POLO FEMALE ATHLETE OF
THE YEAR; 15 TIME U.S. WOMEN’S WATER POLO MOST VALUABLE PLAYER.

In her time, Maureen was recognized as one of the best water polo players in the world. She played California high
school and college water polo on the boys and men’s teams (there were no school teams for women). At age 17, she
was invited to play on the U.S. Women’s National Team where she played from 1978 to 1994. After a two year retire-
ment, she returned to compete in the Women’s first Olympic water polo competition, winning the silver medal in Syd-
ney 2000. At age 39, she was the oldest water polo player at the Games. She competed in six World Championships,
seven FINA World Cups and one Pan American Games. She is a six-time World Water Polo Female Athlete of the
Year, with five times in the U.S., 15-time U.S. Most Valuable Player and 28-time U.S. All-American player.

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OPEN WATER SWIMMERS

PAUL ASMUTH (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: Seven World Professional Marathon Swimming Federation titles: 1980-1985, 1988; Most wins
La Traversee du Lac Memphremagog: 6 crossings; First around Manhattan Island under seven hours; Atlantic City
Press Names ATHLETE OF THE DECADE (1990); Competed in 59 International Marathon Swimming Races.

Paul Asmuth was the dominant marathon swimmer on the professional circuit during most of the 1980s. He competed
equally well in cold or warm water. He won the 23 mile Around the Island Atlantic City Race an unprecedented 8
times in water ranging from the low 60s F to the 80s F. He has a record 6 wins in the 27 mile Lac Memphremagog
crossing in Quebec holding the record from 1980 to 1994. The crossing of Lac St. Jean (Roberval, P.Q.) was a
distance of 21 miles (1980-84), 40 miles (1985-89) and 25 miles (1990-92) in water temperatures of the low 60s F. He
set the course record of 17h 6m in 1989 for the 40 mile. He won the Capri-Napoli (ITA) swim three times setting
course record of 6h 35m for 20 miles in 1982. It still stands today. He won the 17 mile Les Quatorze Milles de
Paspebiac (P.Q.) swim four times in 50 degree F, setting a course record of 5h 35m in 1981 (still holds record). Some
solo swims include the 21 mile English Channel (3 crossings, men’s world record), 31 mile Nantucket to Cape Cod,
MA (only swimmer to do it) and 28 mile Manhattan Island, NY swim (first person under 7 hours).

JON ERIKSON (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: Eight English Channel Crossings: 1969 (youngest person), 1979 (2 way crossing — England to
France/France to England); 1980 (two crossings), 1981 (First Ever Three Way Crossing); Winner of Numerous
Professional Marathon Swims.

At the age of 14 Jon Erikson became the youngest person to swim the English Channel (France to England). During
his eight crossings he holds the milestone of being the first person to complete a three-way crossing (1981) which took
38h 27m. He also did a double crossing in 1979. On the professional circuit he competed in 5 Lac St. Jean swims, 4 La
Traversees swims, 3 La Tuque swims and swims in Guaymas, Argentina, Chibougamou,k Hamilton, Pasbebiac and
others.

KEVIN MURPHY (GBR)

FOR THE RECORD: Three Two-Way Crossings of the English Channel: 1970, 1975, 1987; 32 English Channel
Crossings; Northern Ireland - Scotland: 1970, 1971, 1989 (11h 21min); Loch Ness: 1976 (23 miles); Richmond to
Gravesend — River Thames: 42 miles; The Wash: 1973 (17 miles); Loch Lomond: 1967 (15h 4min); Lake Windermere
Two-Way: 1969 (21 miles); 8 Lake Windermere Crossings; Lake Tahoe: (21+miles); Catalina Channel: (22+miles);
Chicago Shoreline: (30+miles); Around Manhattan: (27 miles); Lake Balaton: (48 miles); Lake Como: (30 km);
Majorca to Minorca: (25 miles); Marathon du Saguenay: (42 km); Capri to Naples: (23 miles); Nile Marathon: (20
miles); Lake Windermere International: (25 km);

Kevin Murphy has a long distance career covering more than 40 years. He was the first Briton and third ever to
complete the two-way, non-stop English Channel swim. He was the King of the Channel with the most crossings of 32
times in 2004. In 1970, he was the second ever to complete the North Channel of the Irish Sea (11h 21 min) (10° ©),
setting a record lasting 18 years. He has swum in waters around Europe, Australia and North America. He is the only
man to have completed three two-way Crossings of the English Channel. Other records include the Bristol Channel,
Loch Ness, Round the Isle of Wright, River Thames Sydney Harbour, Lake Balaton (HUN) and the length of the
Chicago Shoreline. Many of his swims he swam multiple times. He has completed over 73 swims of 10 miles or more
with most of the swims over 15 miles.

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HENRY PHILLIP O’DONNELL (IRE)
FOR THE RECORD: First swimmer to swim from Irish mainland to Tory Island; First to swim from Tory Island to
Arawmor Island; 1993 Donegal Swimmer and Sports Star of the Year.

Henry was a relative latecomer to open water swimming. Following a neck accident in 1992, he continued swimming
even though he was told he would never walk again.

Nominated in 2000 by Sinead P. Keller (IRE) — friend and supporter.

GUSTAVO ORIOZABALA (ARG)
FOR THE RECORD: 1992 Professional World Ranking: 2nd; 1995 Professional World Ranking: 3rd; SIX WORLD
RECORDS for Fastest or First-Ever Swims; 32 International Swims of Varying Distances.

Since 1990, Gustavo has been completing marathon swims around the world both in cold and warm water. He was
ranked in the top 2 and 3 of the World Professional Rankings and some of his swims have included Capri to Napoli
(ITA) (33k) 1991, '92; Lac Memphremagog (CAN) (42k) 1991, '92, '93; Lac Saint Jean (CAN) (42k) 1992, '93, '94;
Atlantic City (USA) (40k) 1990, '91, '92, '93; Sante Fe to Coronado (ARG) (58k) 1990, '91, '92, '93, '94; Ponza to
Circeo (ITA) (42k) 1990, '91; Furth to Nuremberg (GER) (28k) 1994; Cruce Bahia de Todos as Santos (BRA) (28k)
1991; Silvan Lake (CAN) (35k) 1993; Hernandarias to Parana (ARG) (88k) 1993, '94; Holland (25k) 1995; English
Channel (GBR-FRA) (41k) (41 degree C) 8h 59m; Rio de la Plata (URG-ARG) (41k) (27 degrees C) 1993. He has
completed the 180k Parana Rosario Crossing (ARG) (24 degree C) in 20h 07m and a double crossing of the Strait of
Gibraltar (Africa-Spain-Africa) (47k) in 14 h 14m. He swam the Beagle Channel Crossing (ARG-CHI) (2k) in 21 min.
of 3 degree C water temperature wearing only a neoprene helmet and later the same year (1997) he completed the
Lake Titikaka (PER-BOL) (20k) (12 degree C) in 5h 06m, the first man to complete these crossings. The next year
(1998) he did a triple crossing of the Beagle Crossing (6k) (7 degree C) in 1h 09m. In cold water swims, he wears
thermal protective head gear.

CLAUDIO PLIT (ARG)
FOR THE RECORD: Champion Marathon Swimmer (1970s — 1980s); World Professional Rankings: first or second 9
times between 1974 —1984; Finished first, second or third in 45 International Races from 1974 — 1984.

When Claudio began competing in marathon swims in 1973, he was in the medal count in all but 3 races from 1974 —
1984. He has been winning major international meets for three decades and was victorious in swims such as Rio
Corondo, 40 miles (1974), Mar del Plato, 24 miles (1975), Capri-Naples, 21 miles (1979), Paspebiac, 18 miles (1980)
and the Suez Canal, Port Said and Nile River swims. He could swim in all temperature water, i.e. Lac St. Jean 56
degree F, - where he competed 25 times, but was strongest in warmer water temperatures. His swims also included
Lake Ontario (32 miles), Saguenay River (28 miles), La Tuque (24 hours), Atlantic City (23 miles), Lac
Mephremagog (28 miles) and more often included many more swims in these waters during his career. Now in
retirement, he is the Meet Director for the Mar del Plata and Rosario marathons in Argentina. He is also active as a
coach-trainer and escorts swimmers participating on the professional circuit.

LEWIS WILLIAM GORDON PUGH (GBR/RSA)

FOR THE RECORD: First person to complete Long Distance swims in all five oceans of the world (Indian, Atlantic,
Pacific, Southern, Arctic). ARCTIC OCEAN: North Cape at 71° North (5K, 8° C), Magdalene Fjord at 79° North
(1K, 4° C), Verlegenhuken at 80° North (1K, 3° C); ATLANTIC OCEAN: Nine swims in waters off South Africa ,
including Robbia Islands (10K), Cape Point, Dassen Island (10K), Saldanha Bay, Cape of Good Hope (12K), Cape
Haugklip; Also- English Channel (14h 50min), Sognefjord in Norway (204K, 21 days, 6° C), Cape Peninsula in South
Africa (100K, 13 days, 11° C); INDIAN OCEAN: Knysna Heads (3h 30min), Cape Agulhas (10K, 4h 15min), Nelson
Mandela Bay (4h 57min), All in shark invested waters; PACIFIC OCEAN: Manly Beach to Sydney Opera House
(15K); SOUTHERN OCEAN: Peterman Island at 65° South (18min, o° C), Deception Island (30min 30sec, 20 O);

Lewis Pugh is one of the greatest cold water swimmers of all time. Known as "The Ice Bear", he has pioneered more
swims around famous land marks than many other swimmers. He has swum in the most Northern and Southern frigid
waters (previously held by Lynne Cox). Spanning a 20 year career, he has ignored the dangers of crocodiles, sharks
and polar bears and taken on the cold, winds, sea currents and warm waters. He is the purest of Marathon swimmers
by wearing only a Speedo swim suit, cap and goggles and using no shark cage or other protective devises.

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MICHAEL REED (GBR)

FOR THE RECORD: Known for most of 26 years (1979-2005) as King of the English Channel (33 crossings), First to
swim 4 way Lake Windermere (42 miles, 26h, 3m), Hunstanton - Skegness-Hunstanton (40 miles), Mora to Amposta
(SPN) (65 km) and English Channel swim six times in one year (1984); Completed crossings around Isle of Wright
(60 miles), Loch Lomond (22 miles), Loch Eurn (16 miles), Lock Tay (16 miles), Jeble to Latakia Syria (25 miles),
Evian to Lausanne (25 km) and Noel River International; Channel Swimming Association (CSA) Committee (1973)
and Chairman since 1993; 1960 OLYMPIC TEAM: 4x200m freestyle relay alternate.

Most of Mike Reed's swims were in cold water ranging from 6 degrees C (42 F) to 15 degrees C (60 F). After
switching attention from pool swimming (he was on the 1960 British Olympic Team) to open water, he has completed
many lake swims in England, Scotland, throughout Europe, Northern Africa including crossing the English Channel
33 times to earn the title, "King of the Channel." His English Channel swims from 1969-84 totaled 18 World Records.
He was the first person ever to make 6 successful channel swims in a year. He was Lake Windermere Champion from
1969-1977, setting the record six times. He was a FINA official (1969-1971), elected to the BLDSA (1970s) and has
served on the CSA since 1977 as member, honorary Vice President, Chairman and Chairman of the Board.

Nominated in 2001 by Duncan Taylor - Secretary CSA (Channel Swimming Association), Ltd. Re-nominated in 2003
by Montserrat Tresserras (SPN) — Vice President of Channel Swimming Association, Marathon Hall of Fame
Inductee.

PHILLIP RUSH (NZL)
FOR THE RECORD: ENGLISH CHANNEL.: 8 Crossings Including a Two-Way Solo and Three-Way Solo

Phil exploded on the English Channel scene in 1985, first with a one-way crossing and later in the summer with a two-
way crossing, which became the second fastest time of all time. He swam the Channel again from England to France
in 1986 and again in 1987. In 1987, he became the second swimmer to complete a triple crossing of the Channel,
beating Jon Erikson’s 1981 time by ten hours. Each leg of the swim set a new time record for the crossing: 1° leg —
7:55, double crossing — 16:10 and the triple crossing — 28:21.

Nominated in 2008 by International Marathon Swimming Hall of Fame.

ELEANOR STUDLEY (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: First Woman to Swim the Hellespont (1929).

In 1929, only 3 years after Gertrude Ederle's famous first-woman swim of the English Channel, Eleanor Studley swam
the Hellespont in 80 minutes, beating two other female competitors and becoming the first woman to complete it.
Unlike Leander, legend of Ancient Greece, who swam each time to meet Hero, his maiden, and Lord Byron who
swam the crossing (1818) in 1 hour 10 minutes, Eleanor trained for the crossing which connects Europe and Asia at
Turkey. Known also as the Dardanelles, this strait is famous for its fierce current and strong winds. Except for a bit of
side stroke, Eleanor swam freestyle most all of the distance. She was coached by Karl Michael, later Dartmouth
College coach.

Nominated in 2000 by Ann Shanahan (USA) — Smith College Public Affairs Officer.

JUDITH VAN BERKEL-DE NJIS (NED)
FOR THE RECORD: WORLD PROFESSIONAL MARATHON SWIMMING FEDERATION LADIES CHAMPION
1965 — 1968; English Channel Crossing: 1969; Winner of Many Marathon Races For Both Men and Women.

Judith competed on the World Professional Marathon Swimming Federation tour from 1964 to 1968, winning the
women’s rankings as Number One in the world. During those years, she also beat the men in many races including
Lake Ontario (1964-31 miles), Ohrid, Macedonia (19 miles), Capri Naples (18 miles), Suez Canal (25 miles), Lac St.
Jean (24 miles), Hamilton (10 miles), La Tuque 24 Hour Swim, Canalswim Cape Rines (France) — Dover (England).

Nominated in 2008 by International Marathon Swimming Hall of Fame
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DAVID YUDAVIN (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 27 years competing 14 solo swims; completed solo swims off California coast, English
Channel, Mexico, Indonesia, Africa, Japan.

Between 1976 and 2000, David completed 14 solo swims including Catalina Island/California coast (3 crossings
averaging 11 hours), South Coronada Island/Mexico coast (4 crossings averaging 4h 15m), North Coronada
Island/Mexico coast (2crossing averaging 6h 35m), Straits of Gibraltar (9h 27m), English Channel (13h 37m),
Anacapa Island/California coast (8h 27m). David was the first swimmer to complete Santa Cruz Island to California
coast (15h 15m), Tsugara Strait — Japan (11h 54m), Bali to Java — Indonesia (1h 36m), Nusa Penida to Bali —
Indonesia (2h 48m) and Sunda Strait — Indonesia (10h 34m) Diagnosed with leukemia in 1985, he had his spleen
removed but has battled back to regain strength physically and mentally continuing to fight the elements of
marathon/open water swimming.

Nominated in 2002 by Beth Yudavin — Wife.

COACHES

JAMES CAMPBELL (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: Coach of 8 OLYMPIC SWIMMERS who won 1 gold, 1 silver, 1 bronze medal. Coach of 6
swimmers who held 10 WORLD RECORDS; Coach of 6 PAN AMERICAN GAMES SWIMMERS who won 5 gold,
3 silver, 1 bronze medal; Coach of over 8 swimmers who won 60 U.S. NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS setting 17
NATIONAL RECORDS.

Jim Campbell coached at a time from the immediate post-World War II years through the age group swimming
explosion which transformed the sport. During his main impetus, there were fewer events in fewer meets, a smaller
Olympic programs and no World Championships or significant full international competition. His swimmers on the
Walter Reed Swim Team of the early 1950's were all home grown. He was the only U.S. coach to place two female
swimmers on the 1952 Olympic Team, Mary Freeman in the backstroke and Gail Peters in the breaststroke. Jim's
guidance and reparation gave his swimmers the background to succeed in the 1956 Olympic Games even 1-1/2 years
after he left Walter Reed at which time Hall of Fame coach Stan Tinkham directed the course for Olympic
preparedness. Shelley Mann won Olympic gold in the 100m butterfly in World Record time and won silver in the
freestyle relay while Mary Jane Sears won bronze in the 100m fly. Four other swimmers competed on the Olympic
team. His swimmers set 8 World Records and won 60 individual national titles. His teams won 4 National Team
Championships and 4 more the two years immediately following his departure as coach. His swimmers on the 1955
Pan Am Team won 5 gold, 3 silver and 1 bronze medal. Tim Jecko trained under Campbell prior to attending Yale
University and becoming NCAA butterfly and I.M. champion. Campbell was a pioneer in rigorous training with
emphasis on in-and-out-of-the-pool conditioning. His coaching innovations involved interval training, over distance at
race pace, use of bungee cords and stroke breakdown. His practices had a strong influence on those coaches who
followed him. Campbell departed the Walter Reed Club in 1954 to coach many more years at the Army Navy Club in
Washington, D.C., the University of Pennsylvania and the Multnomah Athletic Club in Portland, Oregon.

Nominated in 1999 by Mary Freeman Spitzer (USA) — Swimming Coach, Olympic Swimmer, Honoree.

ALBERTO ANGEL CARRANZA (ARG)

FOR THE RECORD: 1956 OLYMPIC GAMES: Head Coach of Argentina Swimming Team; 1960 OLYMPIC
GAMES: Head Coach of Argentina Swimming and Water Polo Teams; 1968 OLYMPIC GAMES: Head Coach of
Uruguay Swimming Team; 1959, 1963, 1967 PAN AMERICAN GAMES: Coach; 1956, 1958, 1962, 1966, 1970,
1971, 1972, 1973 SOUTH AMERICAN CHAMPIONSHIPS: Coach; Coach of WORLD RECORD HOLDER: Luis
Alberto Nicolao.

"Profe" Carranza did more to thrust Argentina into the modern swimming era than any other coach or individual. For
three decades, his coaching skills inspired many individuals to excel nationally, regionally and internationally. Luis
Nicolao set two World Records in the 100m butterfly in Rio de Janeiro during 1962 and swimmer Ana Maria Norbis
(URG) set a 1968 Olympic Record in the 100m breaststroke. During the Championships of South America, Rio-
Platenses and Bolivarianos, his swimmers attained 194 gold, 236 silver and 198 bronze medal places. He was the
coach of three Olympic Teams (one of them for Uruguay), three Pan American Games (one each for Argentina,
Brazil, Uruguay) and eight South American Championship Teams. Additionally he served as coach to the Peru team
of the 1972 and 1973 South American Championships. Within the countries he has coached, his swimmers set 288
National Records in Uruguay, 76 in Peru and 27 in Argentina, with a total of 19 South American Records. For his
outstanding record in South America, he was presented the coveted Trofeo de Confederacion Sud Americana de
Natacion. As a professor, Alberto Carranza has taught college and university courses in coaching philosophy in Brazil,
Argentina, Peru and Uruguay and is a very respected member of the university and aquatics community.

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CHRISTINE CARVER (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 1996 OLYMPIC GAMES: Co-head Synchro Coach; 2000 OLYMPIC GAMES: Head Synchro
Coach; 2004 OLYMPIC GAMES: Head Synchro Coach; Coach of 14 OLYMPIC SWIMMERS; 1991, 1994, 1998
2003 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS: Co-coach; Coach of 14 NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP TEAM TITLES; 1991,
1995, 1999 PAN AMERICAN GAMES: Synchronized Swimming Coach.

Chris Carver is a groundbreaking synchronized swimming choreographer and coach of the famed Santa Clara
Aquamade Club. As coach of the U.S. National Team, the National Team won every gold medal in elite international
competition between the 1991 Pan Am Games and 1996 Olympic Games. Her swimmer Becky Dyroen-Lancer won
all 4 gold medals at the 1994 World Championships and repeated the grand slam another 8 times for which Becky
earned the FINA Prize. With 4 of her own swimmers on the 1996 Olympic team, Carver choreographed the USA team
to win the Olympics' first gold in the team event earning the first perfect 100 score in Olympic history. Seven of the
nine members of the 2000 Olympic team were Carver's own swimmers as were eight of the nine in 2004.

In fact, Chris has produced more than 50% of the USA’s Synchronized Swimming Olympians since 1984. Two of her
swimmers, Alison Bartosik and Anna Kozlova won bronze medals in duet in 2004. Carver was named Coach of the
Year by U.S. Synchronized Swimming in 2005 for the 14" consecutive time since 1992 and is reflected in her 14 U.S.
National Team Championships with the Santa Clara Aquamaids since 1985.

CHARLOTTE DAYVIS (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 1984 OLYMPIC GAMES: Head Coach; 1988 OLYMPIC GAMES: Head Coach; 1992
OLYMPIC GAMES: Team Manager; 1996 OLYMPIC GAMES: Assistant Coach; Coach of Two Swimmers Winning
Two Olympic Gold and Two Olympic Silver Medals; Coach of 1991, 1994 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS: 1991,
1993, 1995 WORLD CUP: coach; 1987, 1995 PAN AMERICAN GAMES: coach

Charlotte Davis was instrumental in the formation of the National Team program which began in 1979 and remained
active with the National Team for the next 21 years, until she retired in 2000. During her tenure as the Director of the
National Team programs, the USA was the dominant force in international synchro swimming. Between 1987 and
1996, the U.S. National Team was never defeated in team competition. She served as the 1984 Olympic Head Coach
and her personal swimmers Tracie Ruiz and Candy Costie won Olympic gold in both solo and duet events. In 1988,
they won silver in the same events. In 1992, Charlotte served as the U.S. Olympic Team Manager. Later, she took
over as National Team Manager. Some of Davis’ championship teams on which she served as team coach include the
1991 and 1994 World Championship teams, the 1991, 1993, 1995 World Cup teams and the 1987 and 1995 Pan
American Games teams. As coach of her hometown Seattle Aqua Club, she won the high point award at the U.S.
Senior Nationals, the first time a non-California club had done this in 30 years. As an athlete, she swam for the Seattle
Aqua Club becoming a Junior National Duet Champion. She swam for the Santa Clara Aquamaids under Hall of Fame
coach Kay Vilen winning the 1970 National Championship.

TERRY DENISON (GBR)

FOR THE RECORD: 1980, 1984, 1988 OLYMPIC GAMES: Assistant Coach; 1992 OLYMPIC GAMES: Head
Coach; 1985, 1987 EUROPEAN CHAMPIONSHIPS: Assistant Coach; 1989, 1991 EUROPEAN CHAMPION-
SHIPS: Head Coach; 1982 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS: Head Coach; 1986, 1994 COMMONWEALTH GAMES:
Assistant Coach; 1990 COMMONWEALTH GAMES: Head Coach; Coach of 1 OLYMPIC GOLD MEDALIST and
WORLD RECORD HOLDER: Adrian Moorhouse; Coach of 75 Swimmers to win International honors.

Terry Denison has been the most successful coach in British swimming history. He has been the head coach at the
City of Leeds Swim Club since 1972 and has been on England and British team coaching staffs since 1975. He has
coached 4 British Olympic teams, 4 European Championship teams, 1 World Championship team and 3
Commonwealth Games teams. His club team has won 15 National Championships since 1980 and in 1990, he won the
European Community Men’s Club Team Championship. He placed 5 swimmers on each of the 1988 and 1992
Olympic teams with Adrian Moorhouse winning the 1988 Olympic gold in the 100m breaststroke and Andrew
Astbury winning the 1984 bronze as a member of the freestyle relay. Two of his swimmers were in each of the 1980,
1996 and 2000 Olympic teams. His swimmers have gained 1 World Championship silver medal (L.C.), 4 gold (S.C.),
6 silver (S.C.) and 6 bronze (S.C.), 13 European Championship medals (6 gold, 3 silver, 4 bronze), 23 Commonwealth
Games medals (8 gold, 10 silver, 5 bronze) and placed 12 swimmers on the Commonwealth teams of 1990 (7) and
1994 (5). Adrian Moorhouse set the world 100m breaststroke record in 1989 and his swimmers have set 4 Short
Course World Records. Terry has been selected British Swimming Coach of the Year on 10 occasions and Coach of
the Year by the British Institute of Sports Coaches (1991). He has served on a number of national level committees
and currently is a member of the British Olympic Association Coach’s Steering group. He was awarded the MBE for
services to swimming in the U.K. in 1998.

Nominated in 1996 and re-nominated in 2003 by ISHOF Staff.
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DANTE DETTAMANTI (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: Over 30 years coaching water polo with overall team records of 630 wins — 195 losses — 6 ties;
Coach of 12 players to play for U.S. at OLYMPIC GAMES; Coach of four U.S. International teams.

Dante Dettamanti coached 23 seasons at Stanford University as well as two years each at Occidental College and UC
Santa Barbara becoming one of only two coaches in NCAA history to win over 600 games. He guided the U.S. World
University teams to medals in 1979 (Mexico City)(gold) and 1981 (Bucharest)(silver). He was assistant coach of the
1990 World Championship team in Perth and head coach of the World University Games in 2001 (Beijing).

Nominated in 2002 by George Haines - Olympic Swimming Coach, Honoree. (deceased).

DONALD DION (CAN)

FOR THE RECORD: Coach and Administrator with 30 years of experience; Coach of TWO OLYMPIC DIVERS
winning gold and bronze medals; National Team Diving Coach of Canada throughout the 1980s — 1990s. High
Performance Director of CADA.

Donald Dion was personal coach to Sylvie Bernier (1984 Olympic gold medallist — springboard, 1983 Pan Am Games
bronze and FINA World Cup bronze) and Annie Pelletier (1996 Olympic bronze — spring board). In the 1980s —
1990s, he served as National Team coach both in training and at international competitions. His CAMO Diving Club
in Montreal is one of the most successful in Canada. He has been the High Performance Director of the Canadian
Amateur Diving Association and is a historian of the sport writing or collaborating on numerous publications
including Towards the Goal, one of Canada’s outstanding diving technical and planning tools. He is considered one of
Canada’s best-ever diving coaches.

Nominated in 2002 by Trevor Tiffany (CAN) — Myrtha Pools International Representative, Former Head of Swim
Canada.

FRANK W. ELM (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 1968, 1976 OLYMPIC GAMES: Assistant Coach; 1967 PAN AMERICAN GAMES: Assistant
Coach; Coach of 6 WORLD RECORD holders; Coach of 6 OLYMPIC swimmers; Coach of 2 WORLD
CHAMPIONSHIP finalists and ONE WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP GOLD MEDALIST; Coach of swimmers winning
18 National Championships; U.S. Olympic Committee member for 16 years; Coach of Rutgers University for over 32 years

Frank Elm began coaching when race courses were laid out in lakes. He retired in 1994 with over 35 years of service
as a club and university coach. He coached 2 Olympic gold medalists (Hall of Famer Ginny Duenkel, 1964, 400m
freestyle and Steve Rerych, 1968, 4x100m medley relay) and placed a swimmer on every Olympic team from 1964
through 1976, including Kathy Heddy, Judy Melick, Phil Riker and Sue Pitt. Between them, Duenkel and Heddy won
5 Pan American gold medals (1963, 1975) and Heddy and Ellen Wallace finaled in the World Championships of 1973
and 1975 with a 1975 upset gold medal victory in the 200m IM over Ulrike Tauber (GDR), Heddy won the bronze
medal in the 400 IM. She won the silver medal as a part of the 4x100m freestyle relay in both Games. World Records
were set by Duenkel (100m backstroke), Pitt (220yd butterfly) and his 4x200m freestyle relay club team. Besides the
18 U.S. National Championships, his swimmers made the National finals numerous times. Heddy was the first woman
under 51.0 seconds in the 100yd freestyle and 1:51.0 seconds in the 200yd freestyle. All of his swimmers were
developed as youngsters in his program, (home grown), none were recruited from other areas. He served as Assistant
Olympic Coach in 1968 and 1976 and Head Coach of the U.S. National Team that could not compete in the 1980
Olympics. Frank was the coach of three U.S. international teams and the 1967 Pan American Games Assistant Coach.
His Rutgers University teams, both men and women, developed several All-American swimmers. He held offices in
the American and College Swimming Coaches Associations and served on National Committees for over 20 years
initiating several rule changes that are in effect today.

Nominated in 1996 and re-nominated in 2006 by Ginny Duenkel (USA) — Olympic Swimming Champion, Honoree.

HORST GORLITZ (ITA)
FOR THE RECORD: 1980, 1984, 1988 OLYMPIC GAMES: Head Diving Coach; Coach of Two Olympic Divers
Winning Three Gold, Four Silver and Two Bronze Medals.

Horst Gorlitz walked out of his home in East Germany and into Italy where he became one of Italy’s most successful
coaches. With the help of Hall of Fame Pioneer Diving Coach, Carlo Dibiasi, he helped develop his two main diving
prodigies, Klaus Dibiasi and Georgio Cagnotto, into Italy’s only Olympic medal winners in diving. Dibiasi won the
10m platform in 1968, 1972 and 1976. He won silvers in 1964 (10m platform) and 1968 (3m springboard). Cagnotto
won silver medals in 1972 and 1976 (3m springboard) and bronze medals in 1972 (10m platform) and 1980 (3m
springboard).

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MASAKO KANEKO (JPN)

FOR THE RECORD: 1984 Olympic Games: Synchro Team Leader; 1988, 1992 OLYMPIC GAMES: Synchro Head
Coach; 1996, 2000, 2004 OLYMPIC GAMES: Synchro Team Leader; 1978, 1986, 1991 WORLD
CHAMPIONSHIPS: Synchro Head Coach; 1994, 1998, 2003, 2005, 2007 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS: Synchro
Team Leader; 1979, 1985, 1987, 1989, 1991, 1993 WORLD CUP: Synchro Head Coach; 1995, 1997, 1999, 2002,
2006 WORLD CUP: Synchro Team Leader; 1980, 1982, 1985, 1991, 1993 PAN PACIFIC GAMES: Synchro Head
Coach; COACH OF SWIMMERS WINNING: OLYMPIC GAMES - 2 silver, 6 bronze, WORLD

Masako Kaneka has been the driving force in developing and maintaining Japan’s synchronized swimming
prominence in the world. After 10 years competing at the Tokyo Synchro Club, she became its coach in 1967 and by
1982 she was the National Team Coach and Director for Japan. From that time to the present, she has coached or been
team leader of almost every competition in which Japan has competed, including Olympic Games and World
Championships. She has developed her swimmers from the beginner to Olympic levels. In 1996, she became the first
director of the Japan Swimming Federation. She is the only person to have coached swimmers to medals in every
Olympic Games from 1984 (synchro’s first Olympics) to 2004 and has had medal winners in every World
Championships from 1978 to 2007 (except 1982). Her swimmers include Hall of Famer Mikako Kotani as well as
Junko Hasumi (solo bronze-1978 World Championship), Yuki Ishii (solo bronze-1979 World Cup), Miyako Tanaka
and Megumi Itho (duet bronze-1988 Olympics, Tanaka/Kotani), Fumiko Okuno and Aki Takayama (duet bronze-1992
Olympics), Ms. Jinbo, Ms. Kawabe, Ms. Takahashi, Ms. Fujiki (team bronze-1996 Olympics), Ms. Jinbo (team silver-
2000 Olympics), Emiko Suzuki and Saho Harada (silver team-2004 Olympics). Her 40 years coaching in Japan have
earned her many awards including the Women’s Sports Order from the International Olympic Committee.

She is held in high esteem for her contribution to sport.

IKKAKU MATSUZAWA (JPN)

FOR THE RECORD: 1932,1936 OLYMPIC GAMES: Head Coach; Coach of Swimmers Winning 9 Gold, 7 Silver
and 7 Bronze Olympic Medals; Coach of 1931, 1935 Japanese Team vs. USA Team Duel Meets; Formed First Nippon
Intercollegiate Swimming Association; Member Amateur Swimming Federation of Japan; Coach of First Japanese
Female Team Exhibition Meet in Hawaii: 1929.

No other swimming coach has single-handedly developed, trained and organized a national team to Olympic and
international prominence than Ikkaku Matsuzawa. For a decade, he became the leader of Japanese swimming, ended
only by the outbreak of World War II. During the late teens and early 1920’s, Matsuzawa was a middle school, high
school and university swimmer in Tokyo. Very few pools existed and swimming meets were held in the seas or lakes.
Being a good swimmer and seeing the need for college swimming organization, he started the Nippon Intercollegiate
Swimming Association in 1921. He was also very active in the Amateur Swimming Federation of Japan. In 1929, he
escorted the first Japanese team of female swimmers to compete in Hawaii. Upon the team’s return, he was appointed
coach of the National Team for men and women, competing against the USA Team in a 1931 duel meet in which
Japan was victorious. His training methods were revolutionary for the era. He emphasized developing leg muscles for
a strong kick vs. developing upper body limbs as the other countries were doing. He stressed the rhythmic motion of
the trunk to minimize water resistance. He emphasized dryland training. He provided leadership and instruction. The
next year at the 1932 Los Angeles Olympics, his male swimmers won all but one of the gold medals and four of the
five silver medals. Among his swimmers were future Hall of Famers Yasuji Miyazaki, Kusuo Kitamura, Shozo
Makino, Masaji Kiyokawa, Yoshi Tsuruta, Reizo Koike and Masanora Yusa, all winning Olympic medals in all three
strokes. Hideko Maehata won the silver in the 200m breaststroke for women. The team was victorious again at a 1935
duel meet versus the USA. At the 1936 Olympic Games in Berlin, the Japanese men won two of the five events, all of
the bronze medals and two of the silver medals. The relay team won the gold. In women’s competition, Maehata won
the breaststroke gold medal and Tetsuo Hamuro won the men’s breaststroke. His success of the time may be attributed
to his strict system of training according to army discipline. He had the swimmers lead a systematical life.

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JACK RYAN (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: Swimming Coach for 49 years: 2 yrs. Ohio University, 8 yrs. University of Florida, 29 yrs.
United States Military Academy, 10 yrs. University of North Carolina “In Retirement”; Collegiate record of 262-127-
1 at West Point; Coach of West Point Women’s Team 1983-1988; Coach of 2 NCAA CHAMPIONS; Coach of 50
College All-Americans; Ohio State University graduate and swimmer setting an American Record in 800yd. freestyle
relay and 7 time All-American.

Affectionately known as the "Grand Old Man of College Swimming" Jack Ryan coached for almost 50 years,
beginning at Ohio State University (1950), the University of Florida (1952) winning 10 SEC championships, United
States Military Academy (1960) with a record of 262-127-1, and University of North Carolina in "retirement” as
assistant coach. His 29 years at West Point produced an Eastern Collegiate Team Championship (1966) and a Metro
Atlantic Conference Championship while also coaching the women (1988). In 1983, he received the National
Collegiate and Scholastic Trophy. He is a past chairman and president of many regional and national committees. As
an athlete at Ohio State University, interrupted while serving in the Marine Corp. of World War II, Jack's 800y
freestyle relay set an American Record.

Nominated in 1999 by C. Warren Trainor and the Friends of Army Swimming.

URHO SAARI (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: Swimmer, Coach and Official who was active for over 30 years in the sport; 1952, 1964
OLYMPIC GAMES: U.S. Water Polo Coach; 1951 PAN AMERICAN GAMES: U.S. Water Polo Coach; Coach of
WORLD RECORD HOLDER and OLYMPIC CHAMPION: Roy Saari.

After graduating from high school in Buffalo, New York, Urho Saari moved to Southern California and helped to turn
the area into one of the “hot beds” of U.S. swimming and water polo during the 1950's and 1960's. His El Segundo
High School and Swim Club teams won numerous area championships from 1947-1966. Saari was one of the few
coaches who taught both swimming and water polo and felt that each complemented the other. He was head coach of
two U.S. Olympic Water Polo teams and one Pan American team.

Nominated in 1995 and re-nominated in 2002 by Lyle Draves (USA) — Olympic Diving Coach, Honoree, Selection
Committee Member.

JULIE SAUVE (CAN)

FOR THE RECORD: 1996 OLYMPIC GAMES:Head Synchronized Swimming Coach; COACH OF THREE
OLYMPIC SYNCHRONIZED SWIMMERS: Earning Gold and Silver Medals; 31 YEARS COACH OF
SYNCHRONIZED SWIMMING AT CLUB AQUATIQUE MONTREAL OLYMPIQUE (CAMO); MEMBER OF
SYNCHRO CANADA NATIONAL TEAM COACHING STAFF: 1982 —2005.

For 31 years, Julie Sauve guided Club Aquatique Montreal Olympique (CAMO) as its only coach. From Canada’s
inception of the National Team concept in 1982, she was named to and remained on its coaching staff until her
retirement in 2005. Her standout swimmers include Sylvie Frechette who won the Olympic gold medal in 1992 in the
solo event. During her 18 years under Julie’s guidance, Sylvie also won the Olympic Games Team silver medal in
1996, the World Championship gold medal in 1986 (team) and 1991 (solo) and Commonwealth Games gold medals in
1986 and 1990. Other Sauve-coached swimmers include 1992 Olympic duet silver medalists Penny and Vicki
Vilagos, who at the 1980 Swiss Open Championships, were the first pair to receive a perfect 10 score in duet
competition. They won seven Canadian Duet Championships under Sauve’s guidance. Sauve also coached Kasia
Kulesza to solo gold and, with Jacinthe Taillon, to duet gold at the Commonwealth Games. The pair was three times
Canadian National Champions as was Kulesza in solo. As the 1996 Head Olympic Coach, she coached the team to a
silver medal at the Olympic Games’ only synchro event in Atlanta. In 1993, Sauve was asked to revive a floundering
Junior National Team resulting in her young swimmers winning the gold medal in the team event and silver medals in
the solo and duet events at the Junior Worlds. She is known as a great choreographer who even now in retirement is
always around the pool coaching a solo and duet swimmer(s) to greater heights.

RICHARD SHOULBERG (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 1988, 1992, 2000 OLYMPIC GAMES ASSISTANT COACH; 1991 Head Women’s Coach
Pan American Games; 1989, 1991, 1993, 2002 PAN PACIFIC GAMES WOMEN’S HEAD COACH; 1983, 1985,
1987, 1997 PAN PACIFIC GAMES MEN’S ASSISTANT COACH; 1986 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS
ASSISTANT COACH; Coach of two swimmers setting world record; 48 years coaching experience.

Ever since 1980, Dick Shoulberg has placed 11 swimmers on Olympic Teams. Olympians include Karin La Berge,
Sue Heon, Trina Radke, Dan Jorgenson, Sean Killion, Maddy Crippen, Alex Fung, Gay Yimson, Dave Wharton
(silver medalist, .M.) and Dave Berkoff (gold, silver, bronze medalist, backstroke). Two of his swimmers set four
World Records (Berkoff, Wharton) and eight swimmers have set American Records while on his Germantown
Academy and Team Foxcatcher Swim Teams. He has been a clinician and speaker at conferences in over 13 countries
and published numerous articles in swimming magazines. Since 1981, he has been a USA coach of 14 US
International teams. He is a two-time ASCA coach of the year.

Nominated in 2000 by John Macionis — Olympic Swimming Silver Medalist (1936), Supporter.
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MURRAY STEPHENS (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 1996 OLYMPIC GAMES: Assistant Women’s Coach; 1998 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS:
Assistant Women’s Coach, 2000 WORLD SHORT COURSE CHAMPIONSHIPS: Head Men’s Coach; Coach of 6
Olympic Team Members winning 5 golds, 1 silver, and one bronze medal; Coach of swimmers setting 5 world records
and 2 relay world records; Coach of 4 World Championships team members winning 1 gold medal; Coach of 8§ USA
national champions winning 23 national titles; Coach of North Baltimore Aquatic Club (NBAC) for 39 years.

Since 1968, Murray Stephens has been the coach of the same club in Maryland, USA, maintaining the importance of
“club” swimming to the success of national and international performances. He builds his swimmers from age groupers
to the elite. He has built and maintained his own pools. During the past 35 years, his Olympic Medal winners include
Theresa Andrews (1984 gold-200m back, 4x100m medley), Beth Botsford (1996 gold-100m backstroke, 4x100 medley),
Anita Nall (1992 gold-4x100m medley, silver-100m breaststroke, bronze-200m breaststroke). World record holders
include: Michael Phelps (2-200m butterfly, 1-400m I.M.), Anita Nall (2-200m breaststroke). Phelps also won the gold
medal in the 200m butterfly at the 2001 World Championships in Fukuoka. Phelps’ personal coach became Bob
Bowman of Stephen’s coaching staff. Other Olympians include Patrick Kennedy (1984) and Richard Aldabe (SPN)
(1984). His NBAC Team has won 2 U.S. National Championships for women.

TAMAS SZECHY (HUN)

For The Record: COACH OF SWIMMERS WINNING 15 OLYMPIC MEDALS: 8 gold, 4 silver, 3 bronze; COACH
OF SWIMMERS WINNING 21 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP MEDALS: 12 gold, 3 silver, 6 bronze; COACH OF
SWIMMERS WINNING 30 EUROPEAN CHAMPIONSHIP MEDALS: 16 gold, 8 silver, 6 bronze.

Known as the “Swimming Pope”, Tamas Szechy was one of Hungary’s most successful swimming coaches. Coaching
at the Central Sports Club in Budapest, he worked with the country’s best swimmers, creating Olympic, World and
European medal winners from 1972 to 1998. His swimmers include Hall of Famers Andras Hargitay, Tamas Darnyi
and Norbert Rozsa as well as swimmers Sandor Wladar, Zoltan Verraszto, Alban Vermes, Jozsef Szabo and Attila
Czene. Between the Olympic Games of 1972 and 1996, his swimmers won eight gold, four silver and three bronze
medals (five Olympic Games). Between the World Championships of 1973 and 1998, his swimmers won twelve gold,
three silver and six bronze medals (eight World Championships). Between the European Championships of 1974 and
1995, his swimmers won sixteen gold, eight silver and six bronze medals (ten European Championships). He
conducted most of his training program by himself with no involvement from other coaches or trainers. Swimmers
may have feared him, but all respected him. He developed a three-macrocycle training program adopted by other
coaches world-wide. This involved dividing the yearly calendar into three segments: September to December (cross
training exercises), January to April (targeting quickness and endurance developing swimmer’s primary strokes) and
May to August (preparing for competition). Szechy died in 2004.

KAZUOMI TOKUDA (JPN)

FOR THE RECORD: Japanese NATIONAL TEAM COACH; Coach in Japan for over 30 years; Coach of ONE
OLYMPIC GOLD MEDALIST.

Kazuomi Tokuda coached in Japan for over 30 years, leading the Japanese National Team to a number of International
meets. His coaching highlight was the 100m breaststroke gold medal of Nobutaka Taguchi at the 1972 Munich
Olympic Games. Taguchi captured the bronze in the 200m race, trading places with John Hencken (USA) who was
3rd in the 100m and 1st in the 200m breaststroke races. Tokuda served as Chairman of the Asian Games Committee in
Hiroshima.

Nominated in 1995 by Yutaka Terao (JPN) — Swimming Promoter, Former President World Coaches Association
(deceased). Re-nominated in 2006 by Yoshi Sugahara (JPN) — President/CEO ISHOF Asia.

FOR THE RECORD: PROMOTED AND DEVELOPED SYNCHRONIZED SWIMMING AS A SPORT FOR
FOUR DECADES IN EUROPE AND WORLD WIDE; FIRST FINA TSSC CHAIRMAN: 1956 - 1984;
DEVELOPED AND PRESENTED THE FIRST INTERNATIONAL RULES FOR SYNCHRONIZED SWIMMING
TO THE 1956 MELBOURNE FINA CONGRESS; ESTABLISHED THE FIRST FINA JUDGES RATING AND
EVALUATION SYSTEM IN 1982; CHIEF REFEREE FOR SYNCHRO AT WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS 1973-
1982, WORLD CUP 1979 AND THE 1984 OLYMPIC GAMES; ESTABLISHED FIRST EUROPEAN
INTERNATIONAL SYNCHRO COMPETITIONS 1968, INCLUDED LEN 1980; CHAIRMAN DUTCH
SYNCHRONIZED SWIMMING COMMITTEE 1952-1984; 1948, 1952, 1956 OLYMPIC GAMES: Team Manager.

For over four decades, Jan Armbrust helped develop synchronized swimming from show biz entertainment to a
competitive sport in Europe and worldwide. Firstly as a water polo referee and swimming official in 1942, he became
interested in synchronized swimming in 1947 when two of his swimmers toured the U.S. and returned acquainted with
synchronized swimming techniques. The next year, he took synchro stunts from the American AAU Rule Book and
wrote a series of articles about synchronized swimming for the Dutch Swimming Chronicle. In 1950, he promoted
demonstrations with music throughout Holland and Belgium. He organized the first synchronized routines in water
shows with the L.S.C. club of Leiden and the Z.A.R. club of Amsterdam. In 1952, he was named the Chair of the
Dutch Swimming Federation’s new Synchronized Swimming Committee where he organized a series of clinics to
promote the sport. In 1956, he organized the Second International Conference of Synchronized Swimming in
Rotterdam where the six nations represented agreed recommending to FINA the addition of six-stunt competition and
a free routine. The FINA Congress in Melbourne adopted the recommendation and established a TSSC with Jan as the
Chairman, a position he held for 28 years. About 1968, he organized the first “Four Nations Synchro Competition”
(GBR, FRA, GER, HOL) soon joined by SUI until LEN accepted synchro in its championships in the early 1980’s.
LEN had resisted the acceptance of synchro, so Armbrust also organized the First European Synchro Championships
on its own in 1976. He saw to the approval of other new competitions, i.e. Pan Pacific Championships, other Open
Invitational events and the World Cup Series in 1979. The first World Championships in 1973 included synchronized
swimming, a major step in his efforts for Olympic inclusion. Because of concerns to adding “judged sports” to
Olympic competition, he established the first FINA Judges Evaluation Procedures at the first International
Conference for Synchro Judges in 1979 which led to the development of the first FINA Judges Manuel followed by a
rating and evaluation system adopted for the 1982 World Championships. He developed the first International
Conference for Synchro Coaches in 1981. Both the Judges and Coaches Conferences continue to this day and have led
to clear understanding of the rules and techniques by judges and coaches worldwide. After 28 years of chairing the
TSSC, Olympic inclusion was finally fulfilled in 1984 and he presided over and was Chief Referee for synchro’s first
Olympic Games in Los Angeles.

KEITH BELL (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: A Leader in Swimming Psychology; Author of 9 books on Psychology of Swimming; Clinician
for over 400 teams and 15,000 athletes; First Chairman of USA Swimming Sports Medicine Council Psychology
Division (1983-1986).

Since 1975, Keith Bell is the only full-time swimming psychologist in private practice. He was a sports psychologist
for the 1990 New Zealand Commonwealth Team, 1984 Australian Olympic Team, 1998 Canadian National Team and
1999 World Championship Team as well as Pan Pacific and Pan American Games. He has worked with the National
Teams of Fiji, Hong Kong and Cayman Islands as well as speaking to swimming coaches clinics in USA, Canada,
Australia, Japan, New Zealand and Great Britain. He is author of 9 books: The Nuts and Bolts of Psychology For
Swimmers (first ever on psychology of swimmers), Winning Isn't Normal, Coaching Excellence, The Swim To Win

Playbook, What It Takes - The ABC's Of Excelling, You Only Feel Wet When You’re Out of the Water, Target on

Gold: Goal Setting for Swimmers and Other Kinds of People, Championship Sports Psychology and the Parents’
Guide to the Proper Psychological Care and Feeding of the Competitive Swimmer (translated into four languages).

Included are more than 80 articles worldwide in regular columns for five different magazines. He has written the
sports psychology program for United States Swimming. He has coached successfully at the high school, university
(Texas) and Masters levels.

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BOB BOLLINGER (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: Introduced the Degree of Difficulty Formula for Diving, Making it Possible for Divers to Use
Dives in Competition That Were Not Listed in the Rule Book.

Bollinger devised a system for gymnastics and then used for diving that assigned a degree of difficulty score to each
routine. Gymnastics quickly adopted it for international competition. At the 1972 Olympics, Russian gymnastics and
diving coach, Constantine Domulov, decided to convert the formula for diving. His Russian interpretation was con-
verted to English by Herb Flewelling of Canada. Dick Smith (USA) and Hobie Billingsley (USA) presented the idea
to the FINA Technical Diving Committee at the 1978 World Championships. It was rejected there, but later adopted.
Up to that time, divers could only perform dives that were in the rule book. Because of this, there was no incentive to
learn difficult dives that could not be used in meets. With the improvement of diving equipment and facilities, divers
were learning tougher dives but could not use them in meets. With the adoption of the degree of difficulty formula,
divers can now do dives that do not appear in the rule book.

LEONARD PARKS BRITTAIN III (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: Agent/athlete representative for swimmers; Athletes include Rowdy Gaines, Steve Lundquist,
Matt Biondi, Summer Sanders and Billy Stapleton.

Parks Brittain was the first agent to give up the “money sports” of basketball, football, baseball, hockey, etc. and repre-
sent the sport he loved the most — swimming. As an athlete’s representative agent, he marketed the athlete procuring
contracts for public speaking and endorsements of products allowing the athlete to receive funding for continuation of
his or her training. This permitted many athletes to pursue athletic success many years after normal retirement age. In
1983, Rowdy Gaines became the first swimmer to receive Park’s assistance. Other athletes followed. All speak very
supportively of Park’s friendship, family values, trustworthiness and decency. Cyclist Lance Armstrong was one of
his athletes. Park’s vision in this marketing field paved the way for agents worldwide in the aquatic disciplines. He
died in 1994.

NORMAN BUCK (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: Developer of the first aluminum diving board to be used in competition.

Norman Buck developed the first aluminum diving board to replace the wooden boards used up to the 1948 Olympics.
After making some improvements, his aluminum boards were used in competitions throughout the world, for the next
ten years including two Olympic Games — 1952, 1956. Norman Buck also developed the first non-skid surface
replacing cocoa matting, allowing the board to be leveled with no incline. Known as the “buckboard”, Norman’s
board revolutionized diving until 1960 when Hall of Famer Ray Rude’s boards became the international standard.

JOY CUSHMAN (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: USSS National Chairman (1958-1963); FINA Synchro Honorary Secretary (1960-1972);
ASUA Technical Synchro Committee Charter Member, Chairperson 4 years; FINA Technical Official (1991-1995);
USSS Representative to the USOC Executive Board; Conducted synchro clinics throughout the world; Promoted
synchro throughout Central and South America.

From her beginnings as the Texas solo, duet and team champion (1948-1952), Joy Cushman has been involved with
synchronized swimming for 50 years, coaching the Shamrock Corkettes for more than 30 years. But her most
recognized international contribution to the sport is as an administrator, promoter and official. She was the first
synchro official to serve in any USOC position — chief woman administrator for the 1972 Summer and Winter
Olympics, the 1971 Pan American Games and the 1968-1972 quadrennial. Achieving International Technical Official
status in 1990, she has served as the chief official at 13 international championships (1991-1994) when only one team
official was allotted for synchro. She was the coach and manager of the U.S. team at the 1959 and 1963 Pan American
Games and manager of the 1975 Pan Am team when Kay Vilen was coach. Her Pan Am experience led her to a
charter position and member of ASUA for many years, four of them as chairperson of the Synchro Technical
Committee. Cushman was coach and manager of the U.S. Synchro Team at the Pan-Am Games in Chicago in 1959,
Sao Paulo in 1963 and Mexico City in 1975. Cushman was the first synchro official to serve on the USOC team
personnel as Head Woman Administrator for the 1968-72 quadrennial. As U.S. National Chairperson, Jr. Olympic
competition was initiated, Age Group competition in 4 regions was begun, Sr. National qualifying scores were
introduced, National Scoring Charts were printed, the All-American Awards point system was developed and ABC
television coverage of the 3 National Championships was negotiated. As a promoter of synchro world wide, she
hosted Red Cross workshops in the 1950's, played a major role in the promotion of the sport in Mexico and South
America hosting meets/clinics and developed the first Japanese-American dual meet and international tour in 1966.
She has conducted clinics in AUS, SPN, NZL, AUT, CAN and MEX. She has served as Chief Official at over 13
international championships. Among her many awards include the FINA Silver Pin.

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DENNIS DONE (RSA)
FOR THE RECORD: South African Swimming Reporter (1949-2000); Mostly involved during South Africa’s years
of sporting isolation.

For over 50 years, Dennis Done wrote about all four aquatic disciplines. At the age of 21 in 1949, he became sports
editor of the South African Broadcasting Corporation which included the development of the fledging news
department. Ten years later and until 1992, he moved to The Natal Mercury in Durban (including a three-year stint as
South African Morning Newspaper Group Sports Editor in London). He served as the Mercury’s sports editor for 15
years. From 1992 to 2000, he was a freelance reporter for South African Press Association in Durban, the SABC
News Service and other publications. His reporting assignments covered world record swims of Karen Muir, Anne
Fairlie and Penny Heyns. The aquatic disciplines formed a part of his general sports reporting portfolio undertaken in
a half a century of activity and involvement in the South African media (radio and newspaper) industry.

Nominated in 2000 by Dennis Done on encouragement of fellow countrymen.

RAY B. ESSICK (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: Executive Director of United States Swimming, 1978-1997; AAU Swimming Administrator
(1976-1978); Swimming Coach: 19 years at High School, College, AAU Clubs, YMCA; Co-founder Pan Pacific
Swimming Association; Co-founder Illinois Swimming Association; Member of nine Regional and National
Swimming Committees; Coach of three U.S. National Teams; Author, Coaching Clinician, Sports Management
Speaker; Chair of USOC Coaching Committee for 8 years.

Since the creation of United States Swimming in 1977 through 1997, Ray Essick served as its Executive Director,
responsible for all phases of the National Swimming Program, including finance, budgeting, technical planning,
sponsor relations and communication with all swimming related groups. Areas under his direction also included
supervision of all National Championships and International tours of USA National teams as well as foreign teams to
the U.S. He directed a staff of thirty individuals, published a rulebook, directory and various newsletters. Prior to
1977, Ray had been a member of the National AAU Men’s Swimming Committee and he was also a member of
various U.S. Olympic Committee committees including marketing, coaching and substance abuse. He was ultimately
responsible for the growth of swimming in the USA, as we know it today. Before his administrative involvement in
swimming, he was the Aquatics Director and/or swimming coach at Harvard University (1973-1976), Southern
[linois University (1966-1973), New Trier High School (1959-1966) and other Illinois Swim Clubs (1957-1959). His
collegiate record was 60 wins to 14 losses. He coached the U.S. teams at the 1975 Hapoel Games, 1971 Pan American
Games and the 1965 team to Belgium. He has served on numerous boards including A.S.C.A., U.S.0.C. and regional
committees. He taught college courses while at Harvard and Southern Illinois and since 1962 has served as a design
consultant for swimming facilities. He has published articles in 3 swimming journals. He has been a prominent
communicator and promoter of the sport.

GUISEPPE LORENZO “FLIP” FILIPPELLI (CAN)

FOR THE RECORD: OFFICIAL AT FIVE OLYMPIC GAMES: 1984 (Clerk Assistant), 1988, 1992 (Deck Official),
1996 (Women’s Referee), 2000 (Official); OFFICIAL AT THREE WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS: 1982, 1990, 1998
(Deck Official); 1978 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP: Head of Delegation; 1986 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP: Chef de
Mission; OFFICIAL AT SIX COMMONWEALTH GAMES: 1978, 1982, 1986, 1990, 1994, 1998 (Referee 1986,
1990); OFFICIAL AT SIX PAN AMERICAN GAMES: 1979, 1983, 1987, 1991, 1995, 1999 (Referee in 1987, 1991,
1995); MEMBER/DIRECTOR ASUA: 1979 to present; PRESIDENT AQUATIC FEDERATION OF CANADA:

Known simply as “Flip,” Guiseppe Filippelli served for over 25 years as a swimming official representing Canada at
Olympic Games competitions, where he was everything from deck official to competition referee. As a member of the
Amateur Swimming Union of the Americas Board for the past 30 years and as 12 year member of FINA’s Technical
Swimming Committee, he has always had a helping hand in organizing swimming in the Americas and around the
world. Along with his credentials as listed above in “For the Record,” Flip served in leadership positions at Lakeside
and Pointe Claire Swim Clubs (1969-1970), Canadian Dolphin Swim Club (Director 1971-1991), 1973 Canada Games
Swimming Venue Manager, CASA British Columbia Section Officer (1977-present) and on numerous Swim/Natation
Canada committees over the years.

His awards include Swimming Canada Administrator of the Year, Air Canada Executive of the Year (1990),
Swimming Canada’s Presidents Award (1997), FINA Silver Pin and the Olympic Ring—only the second volunteer to
gain this honor.

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HERB FLEWELLING (CAN)
FOR THE RECORD: Inventor of the Bubbler for Diving Pools

Flewelling's invention of the Bubbler technique which released air from under water creating a "soft surface" to the
water under the diving board or tower, changed diving completely by making it possible to perform difficult dives
from various heights with little chance of injury. With the bubbler, dives that would have taken many years to learn
were suddenly developed in a very short time with no physical pain.

AKIRA FUJITA (JPN)

GAMES: Advisor to Japan’s Team; 1973 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS: Leader of Japan’s Swim Team; 1975
WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS: Leader of Japan’s Team; 1988 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS: Leader of Japan’s Team;
Japanese Amateur Swimming Federation: President (1973-1984), Director (1987-1993), Honorary Advisor (1985-
present); Japan Olympic Committee: Member (1975-1984), Honorary Member (1985-present); Japan Amateur Sports
Association: Advisor (1991-present).

Akira Fujita is a former water polo player and swimmer for Japan. At the 1932 Olympic Games in Los Angeles, he
was the captain of Japan’s water polo team, playing as a back on the team. Five years later, he joined the Japan
Amateur Swimming Federation as a Director for 56 years, serving as President for a ten-year period. He has served in
many leadership positions on numerous Japanese teams including three Olympic teams and three World
Championship teams. Since 1975, he has served on the Japanese Olympic Committee and in 1984, he received the
Olympic Order from the International Olympic Committee. In 1982, he received the FINA Silver Pin and in 1971, the
Blue Ribbon Medal and Third Order of Merit, both the Japanese National Prize. After graduating from Waseda
University in Tokyo, Mr. Fujita spent 30 years with the Yokohama Rubber Company and 14 years with the Nikon
Zeon Co., Ltd., becoming the Director President his last three years. He was born in 1908.

JANET L. GABRIEL (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 21 YEARS USA DIVING SAFETY COORDINATOR AND COACH DEVELOPMENT
PROGRAMER; DEVELOPED, DEMONSTRATED AND POPULARIZED POOLSIDE HANDSPOTTING
TECHNIQUES FOR LEARNING BASIC DIVES SAFELY AND EFFICIENTLY; PROJECT DIRECTOR OF USA
DIVING COACH DEVELOPMENT REFERENCE MANUEL; INTRODUCED USE OF DARTFISH SOFTWARE
ANALYSES TO DIVING COACHES.

Janet Gabriel started as a young gymnast in St. Louis but soon added diving to her sports career, eventually diving at
Indiana University competing in the U.S. Pan American Games Trials (1971), Olympic Games Trials (1972), and final
ling at the AAU National Championships from 1969-1975. But her most profound contribution to the sport came later
as a coach, editor, scientist and administrator. She was an age group coach from 1974 to 1986 in Dallas and Austin,
Texas, before moving to teams in Mission Bay and Fort Lauderdale, Florida. In 1981, she began serving on U.S.
Diving Committees including Sports Science and Age Group International. Soon, she became USA Diving’s liaison to
safety management, coach development and sports science. Her major contributions included providing knowledge
related to the rip entry, editing the standard safety training curriculum manual and text, developing poolside hand
spotting techniques for learning new dives, introducing Dartfish software analyses to coaches, developing a long-term
coach development program to meet national standards for governing bodies and directing and editing the USA Diving
Coach Development Reference Manual (2007), the first NGB to receive the USOC Olympic Rings on a manual cover.
Janet has published over 17 articles and manuals on diving, including U.S. Diving Safety Manual (1990),
Biomechanics of Competitive Diving (2000), Sports Science Seminar Proceedings (1993, 1995), Learn to Dive ABC'’s
(1995), Safety Training Manual (1999) and Competitive Diving (2000). She has scheduled and coordinated over 1,100
safety training courses since 1990, developed the US Diving safety curriculum with concurrent materials, organized
the first US Diving National Safety Certification Course and served as videographer of National Championships and
domestic International competitions. She has been a speaker and presenter at over 15 USOC or National conferences.
She has been the USA Diving Team Manager at four International competitions from 1980 to 1986 in JPN, FRG,
GDR and CAN.

PROFESSOR WITH SPECIALTY IN SWIMMING; CCCAN TECHNICAL SWIMMING COMMITTEE: President;
ASUA OPEN WATER SWIMMING COMMITTEE: President; FINA TECHNICAL OPEN WATER SWIMMING
COMMITTEE: Member.

At age 57, Teodolo Haces has helped Cuba and the Central Caribbean Nations have a better understanding of
competitive swimming, particularly open water swimming. He has been appointed by FINA to deliver officiating,
rules refereeing and open water clinics over 15 times from 1996 to present in Guatemala, Jamaica, Mexico, Costa
Rica, Nicaragua, Panama, Honduras, Chile, Ecuador, Colombia and El Salvador. He has delivered national rules and
refereeing courses in Cuba eight times from 1986 to 2002, in all geographical parts of the country. All totaled, he has
delivered over 36 seminars from 1996 to 2007. A 1968 graduate as Professor of Physical Education, Teodolo, over the
years, has conducted post graduate college courses in all aspects of swimming officiating, knowing the rules, and
understanding open water swimming. He founded the Pinar del Rio Technical-Meteorological Section of Physical
Culture and Sports. In 1979, he was appointed director of the National Sports Section of the province to include all
aquatic disciplines as well as rowing, sailing, kayaking, and under water hunting. Three years later, he was also
named Director of the “Marcelo Salado” National Training Center. He was selected as the referee for the 1991 Pan
American Games and co-referee of the 1995 Pan American Games. He has been a judge at CCCN Tournaments,
Central American and Caribbean Games, five Pan American Games, seven World Championships and the 2000
Sydney Olympic Games. He is President of CCCN Technical Swimming Committee and the ASUA Open Water
Committee. He is a member of the FINA Technical Open Water Swimming Committee and is a FINA judge for open
water and swimming pool events.

Harry "The Hawk" Hauck has promoted swimming in Puerto Rico for the past 3 decades. He initiated Water Polo

long distance swimming by swimming around the island and amongst its borders rallying for Aids Awareness, Drug
Abuse Prevention, Fitness for Seniors, and more. His family swam the English Channel as a relay team and he has
received many Humanitarian Awards for his efforts. He got his start in Detroit, Michigan in the late 1940's playing
water polo and swimming on the Wayne University team.

Throughout a period of seventy years, Peter Heatly has contributed to the sport of swimming at local, national and
international levels as competitor, team manager, official and administrator. Winning his first Scottish and British
Diving Championship in 1937 he continued to be Scottish and British diving champion and internationalist until 1958.
As a swimmer he was Scottish freestyle champion and record holder over several distances between 1942 and 1947
when he decided to concentrate on diving and went on to represent Great Britain in the 1948 (5™) and 1952 Olympic
Games, the 1954 (3") European Championships, and the 1950, 1954 and 1958 Commonwealth Games winning
medals in each. He was a member of both, the FINA and LEN diving committees from 1966 to 1988, Honorary
Secretary of the FINA Committee from 1972 to 1984 and Chairman 1984 to 1988, also Chairman of the Great Britain
Swimming Federation in 1981 and again in 1992. As Chairman of a national Scottish Learn to Swim campaign from
1964 to 1974 he went on to become Chairman of the Scottish Sports Council from 1975 to 1987. As a chartered civil
engineer he has produced and delivered papers on the Design of Swimming Pools to professional bodies both in Great
Britain and Europe. He has been involved in every Commonwealth Games since 1950, being Chairman of the
Organizing Committee when the Games were in Edinburgh and Chairman of the Commonwealth Games Federation
from1982 to 1990. He was appointed a Commander of the Order of the British Empire in 1971 and in 1990, he was
installed as a Knight of the Realm by the Queen. He has also received Honorary Doctorates from three Universities for
his contribution to sport.

WILLIAM W. HEUSNER (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 1948 U. S. OLYMPIC TEAM: member; 2 NCAA NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS: 1500m
freestyle; 1951 PAN AMERICAN GAMES: gold (4x200m freestyle), silver (400m freestyle); 1962 U.S. National
Team: Head Coach; College Coach 1949-1962; 38 years NCAA Official; Over 250 presentations, 100 publications in
exercise physiology & sports biomechanics; Editor of Men's & Women's Swimming & Diving Handbook: 1988-1992.

Dr. Bill Heusner won 2 NCAA 1500m freestyle titles while at Northwestern University during the 1940's then
competed on the 1948 Olympic Team (1500m freestyle) and won gold and silver medals in the first Pan Am Games of
1951. As a coach at Northwestern (1949-52), Illinois (1952-55), Southern Illinois (1955-57) and Minnesota (1957-62),
his teams won 2nd and 3rd place National titles in NAIA and NCAA competition. Olympic Champion Bill Mulliken
was one of his swimmers. From 1983, he has served as the referee for Men's Division I NCAA National
Championships. Bill has given another 27 years of exercise physiology research at Minnesota and Michigan State,
which has resulted in over 100 publications. He has been a part of the U.S. Olympic Developmental Testing program
for both swimming and diving. Over a 50-year period, Bill has been well balanced as a successful athlete, coach,
technician, official, author, scientist, consultant, clinician and committeeman. Bill died in 2002.

THOMAS HOAD (AUS)

FOR THE RECORD: 1976, 1980, 1984, 1988 OLYMPIC GAMES: Water Polo Head Coach; 1960, 1964, 1968, 1972
OLYMPIC GAMES: Water Polo Player; 1975, 1978, 1982, 1986 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS: Water Polo Head
Coach; Chairman of the Organizing Committee of five International Competitions.

Tom Hoad helped keep Australia at the forefront of world water polo first as a player, then as a coach. His unorthodox
coaching tactics are legendary and his involvement in the sport is all-encompassing. He remains a vice president of
Australian Water Polo, Inc. and is instrumental in attracting foreign teams to Australia. He played on four Olympic
water polo teams, three of those teams as captain. The 1972 team placed 12", With four more Olympic Games as
coach, his teams placed 11™ (1976), 7™ (1980), 4™ (1984) and 8™ (1988). The 1980 team beat world champions Italy,
3-2. He coached Australia in approximately 500 international games from 1975-1988. His World Championship teams
placed 11" (1975), 9™ (1978), 11™ (1982) and 10™ (1986). His 1985 World Cup team was 7. He has been the
chairman of the organizing committee for the 1991, 1998 World Championships (Perth), 1994 Australian Masters
Games, 2001 Junior Women’s World Water Polo Championships and 2002 Women’s World Cup. He has received the
FINA silver pin and AIA gold pin among others. He is the Head Coach of the National League Team Fremontte
Mariners (1992-2002) winning three championships. As a Western Australia State Champion Swimmer (200m
butterfly) in 1950-1954, he as been involved in swimming and water polo all his life, over 50 years.

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HIROSHI ISHII (JPN)

FOR THE RECORD: 1960 OLYMPIC GAMES: silver (4x200m freestyle relay); 1962 to 1989 Kyodo News Sports
Writer and Radio & Television Commentator; Nihon University Swimming Club General Coach — Producing four
Olympic medalists; ISHOF Asia Board Member: 1989 to present.

At the age of 21, while a junior on the Nihon University Swimming Team Hiroshi competed on Japan’s 4x200m
freestyle relay at the 1960 Olympics in Rome winning the silver medal. In 1962, he joined Kyodo News as a sports
writer. Kyodo News with a circulation of 25 million is Japan’s largest and most influential news agency for
newspapers, radio, TV, government institutions and overseas media. Specifically assigned to swimming, he covered
the Olympic Games of 1964, 1972, 1976, 1980 and 1984. He reported on the FINA World Championships of 1973,
1975 and 1978. For two decades of the 1970’s to the 1980’s, he appeared on radio and television promoting swimming
in Japan. He worked his way up to Sports Desk Managing Director and Assistant Director of Office Operations. He
was general coach of Nihon University for 20 years, winning 12 National Collegiate Championships. The club
produced Olympic medal winners Kyoko Iwasaki (gold — 200m breaststroke 1996), Mikako Kotani and Miyako
Tanaka (bronze — synchro duet 1988) and Tomomi Morita (bronze — 100m backstroke, 4x100m medley relay 2004). In
1994, he became Director of Public Relations of Nihon University and a Standing Trustee in 2004. He is a charter
Board Director of ISHOF/ASIA and serves in that role today. He continues to be a promoter of swimming now for
over 50 years.

FOR THE RECORD: 67 YEARS OFFICIATING MEETS FOR AAU, USA Swimming, Masters, Senior Olympics
and Special Olympics; 55 years American Red Cross Water Safety Instructor, Trainer and Committee Secretary; 28
years member and Chairman of American Association of Health, Physical Education and Recreation (AAHPER); 16
years Chairman of Connecticut AAU; 24 years member of Yale University faculty and coaching staff; 2 time U.S.
National Ohio State relay champion.

For more than 67 years, Bob Johnson has served as an official, teacher, administrator, volunteer, advisor and volunteer
for swimming. In the Connecticut area of the AAU, U.S. Swimming and Yale University, Bob has served as an
American Red Cross Water Safety Instructor and Trainer (28 years) and meet official for U.S. Swimming, AAU
Swimming, Masters Swimming, Senior Olympics and Special Olympics (67 years and without remuneration). He has
been a member of the AAU for 76 years. He has been a U.S. Olympic Trials Chief Timer, Inspector and Marshall. He
conducted three U.S. National Long Distance Championships. He has served as chairman of almost every swim
committee in the Connecticut Association of swimming. Since 1935, he has taught over 28,000 students to swim in
Red Cross classes and has trained approximately 2000 water safety instructors. He was a national high school
swimmer and while at Ohio State University, his 400y freestyle relay and 300y medley relay teams set national
records. Now at 88 years of age, he continues to be an excellent official and teacher with high moral standards.

KALOS KAGATHOS FOUNDATION - BRUCE S. HOPPING (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: Since 1954, the Kalos Kagathos Foundation (Physical Distinction and Nobility of Mind) Has
Conceived and Commissioned Over 16 Major Sculpture Honors Representing Contributions to Swimming, Diving
and Water Polo; Initiated FINA No Smoking Rule; Presented FINA Diving Grand Prix Certificates.

Bruce S. Hopping is Chairman and Founder of the Kalos Kagathos Foundation. Research by University of
California/Irvine Classics Professor, Ted Brunner, PhD., confirmed the Foundation name and philosophy to be
directly related to historic, ancient Greece that mandated physical education an important aspect of youth education
culminating in the Olympic Games. Dedicated to this 884 — 394 BC ancient philosophy of imprinting young people
with the importance of regarding the body as the most beautiful of creations through the integration of the academic
and athletic disciplines of competition sports, it serves to foster exemplary self esteem, respect other persons and
nature and cultivate meritorious, good citizenship and humanitarianism. Sculpture was emphasized throughout Greece,
recognizing and commending exceptional dedication to and achievement in sports and the Olympic Games. Since
1960, KKF has been invited by national and world governing authorities to commission masters of figurative sculpture
to create their honor sculptures, then to be conferred upon Laureates who have distinguished their sport as Athletes,
Coaches or Contributors to the disciplines of Swimming, Diving and Water Polo, all in the legacy of Heracles, the
Founder of Olympia and the Olympic Games. Just as when Baron Pierre de Coubertin awarded Olympic medals for
artistic sculpture in each of the Games from 1986 to 1948, KKF has created a lasting symbol of fine art which is

awarded for outstanding performance in the aquatic disciplines. Sculpture Honors include: (1) The Order of the FINA
Prize Eminence—1973; (2) Trofeo Confederation Sudamericana de Natacion—1958; (3) The National Collegiate and
Scholastic Swimming Coaches’ Trophy—1958; (4) The Amateur Athletic Union Swimming Award—1954; (5) The
Award of the Swedish Swimming Association—1994; (6) The Sammy Lee Award—1984; (7) The Award of the
Japanese Swimming Federation—1961; (8) The Jack Nelson Honor Medallion—2004; (9) The David H. Robertson
Excellence in Coaching Award—2006; (10) The United States Water Polo Award—1986; (11) The Award of the
German Water Polo Federation—1999; (12) The Award of the Russian Water Polo Federation—2004; (13) The
Medallion of the Eastern United States Interscholastic Swimming Championships—1959; (14) The International
Swimming Hall of Fame Presidential Award—1993; (15) The National Interscholastic Swimming Coaches’
Association Hall of Fame and Lifetime Service Award—1971, (16) The 2005 FINA Diving Grand Prix Diplomas
Hosted by ISHOF. Additionally, with the efforts of Dr. Sammy Lee and Bruce Hopping, the Foundation was
responsible for FINA’s 1981 adoption of rule GR-15 prohibiting tobacco smoking at all international swimming
venues in the presence of athletes. KKF has conceived, organized and administered international Junior Sports
Cultural Exchanges hosted by over 25 countries around the world. Hopping was a U.S. Judge for swimming at the
1956 and 1960 Olympic Games introducing the Max Ritter Judging Machine, prototype for the automatic judge and
times now authorized by FINA for all scheduled competitions.

DON KANE (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: Chairman of Technical Synchronized Swimming Committee of A.S.U.A.; Vice Chairman of
FINA Technical Synchro Swimming Committee: 1968-1984; 1972 OLYMPIC GAMES: Swimming Timer and Relay
Exchange Judge;1996 OLYMPIC GAMES: Synchro Judge; Author of the first USA Guide to Administration of
Synchronized Swimming; Coach of two Olympic swimmers winning one gold and two silver medals; Organized 10
month European tour promoting Synchronized Swimming — 1968; Co-founder of San Francisco Merionette
Synchronized Swimming Team in 1954.

Don Kane has been involved in the development and progress of Synchronized Swimming for over 50 years. He is co-
founder of the San Francisco Merionettes synchro team, which won 46 U.S. senior national titles, 22 junior national
titles, Pan American Games and numerous international invitational competitions. As her swim coach, Lynn Vidale
won Olympic medals, 1968 silver — (400 IM), 1972 bronze — (200 IM) and Jenna Johnson won the 1984 silver medal
— (100m butterfly). In 1964, he wrote the first Press Relations Guide. In 1967, he developed the first Guide to the
Administration of Synchronized Swimming. At the 1967 National AAU Convention, he was elected Synchronized
Swimming Committee Chairman. His appointment of Pam Morris as Synchro’s first Athletes’ Rep made her the first
Athletes’ Representative to sit on any AAU National Sport Committee.

Internationally, in 1967, Don served as Competition Director for the Golden Gate International Solo Championship,
the first international competition held in the U.S. He chaired the Technical Committee of A.S.U.A. and was a past
vice chairman of the FINA Technical Synchronized Swimming Committee (1968-1984). He served as a swimming
judge at the Olympic Games in Munich and as a synchro judge at the Atlanta Olympics. During the years 1973-94, he
officiated seven World Championships, three FINA World Cups, and numerous international competitions. He has
been both judge and referee in four CCAN competitions and two South American Championships. In 1968, he
arranged a 10 month European tour for U.S. national duet champions, Margo McGrath and Carol Redmond which
greatly accelerated the sport’s development throughout Europe. He also arranged for a six month tour of Japanese
swimmers through various cities in the U.S. He had hosted and trained swimmers and coaches from 15 nations. He has
conducted officials/judges seminars in Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Cuba, Italy, Jamaica, Mexico, Puerto Rico, Peru and
Venezuela. He is honored in the U.S. Synchronized Swimming Hall of Fame as a contributor and served as the
Synchronized Swimming Competition Director at the 2006 FINA Masters World Championships.

He has received the FINA Silver Pin for distinguished service to International Aquatic sports.

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DR. JANE KAT?Z (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: Competitor, Author, Spokesperson, Educator, Physical Fitness Innovator.

Jane Katz has spent nearly five decades participating in and promoting all aquatic sports, particularly the health
aspects and benefits of swimming and water exercise. She has authored Swimming for Total Fitness (1981) (now in
it's 17th printing), The W.E.T. Workouts (1985), Fitness Works (1988) and Swim 30 Laps in 30 Days (1991) plus
numerous articles and magazine write-ups. She began as a 1957 U.S. Team Member to the International Maccabiah
Games in Israel, winning the 100m butterfly, and continues today as the FINA World Masters Champion in the 800m
freestyle (1986, 1990, 1992) and the 1994 World Masters Champion in the 400m freestyle as well as the solo
synchronized swimming competition. As a synchronized swimmer, she won all three events at the National or World
Masters competition. She was a member of the 1964 Olympic Exhibition Team in Tokyo. She was the U.S. Masters
Synchronized Swimming National Solo Champion from 1974-1987 and continues as a winner of the U.S. Masters
National Swimming Championships. In 1992, she received the Lifetime Achievement Award by the U.S. Aquatic
Fitness Association. Her current work in water exercise is geared to finding new applications of aquatics beyond the
competitive arena. She lectures internationally on water exercise and serves as a clinician and consultant, including
papers delivered at the Scientific Congress at Israel’s Wingate Institute during both the 1993 and 1997 Maccabiah
Games. She presented papers at the 1996 and 2000 Paralympic Games in Atlanta and Sydney. At Sydney, she received
the FINA Certificate of Merit. Presently, she is a professor of Physical Education and Athletics at John Jay College of
Criminal Justice at City University of New York.

THOMAS R. LAMAR (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: Coach of 3 OLYMPIC swimmers; 1955 PAN AMERICAN GAMES: Women’s Coach; Coach
of TWO PAN AMERICAN GAMES Swimmers; 29 Florida State High School Swimming Championships; Helped
develop Hall of Fame complex at present site in Fort Lauderdale, Florida, USA.

Tom Lamar was the first great Florida High School swimming coach coaching at Lake Worth, Fort Lauderdale H. S.,
Pine Crest and Winter Park H.S. winning a total of 29 High School State Swimming Championships. His swimmers
included Pan American Games swimmers Carolyn Green, Cynthia Gill and Jack Nelson who competed in the butterfly
events and also finished fourth at the 1956 Olympics in Melbourne. Among other swimmers is Phil Drake, world
record holder in the 220y butterfly. Greene and Marliee Stephan were members of the 1952 Olympic Team. He served
as the 1955 U.S. Pan American Team men's coach and advisor to the Iranian National Swimming Team in 1964 and
promoted swimming in Cuba during the 1950's. Lamar has been an educator and administrator in the aquatic field as
well as serving as coach to many swimmers. His personal involvement in preparing Ft. Lauderdale as the site to host
ISHOF was a determining factor in the decision to choose Ft. Lauderdale as the Hall of Fame headquarters. His impact
promoting high school and AAU competitive swimming, teaching Red Cross Lifesaving and coaching coaches was
felt wherever he went.

KANOKO TTSUTANI MABUCHI (JPN)

FOR THE RECORD: 15 TIME JAPANESE NATIONAL DIVING CHAMPION: 1954-1975; 1956, 1960, 1964
OLYMPIC GAMES: diving finalist; 1954, 1958, 1974 ASIAN GAMES: 1 gold, 2 bronze diving; 1976, 1984, 1996,
2000, 2004 OLYMPIC GAMES: Head Coach; FINA DIVING REFEREE SINCE 1996.

Kanoko could be in any of the categories of diver, coach or contributor. She was a 15 time National Champion (five-
10m platform, ten-3m springboard) from 1954 at the age of 16 to 1975 at age 37. She competed in three Olympic
Games — 1956 (Sth), 1960 (9“‘) and 1964 (7“‘). She competed in three Asian Games winning gold (1958) and two
bronze medals (1954, 1974). She started coaching in 1964 at a girl’s high school and in 1980, opened a private diving
school during which time she coached the National Team divers to 27 National titles. Three of her personal divers
competed on Olympic teams of 1976 (Fusaka Kakumura) 1984 (Yoshino Mabuchi) and 1996, 2000, 2004 (Ken
Terauchi). Kanoka has been a FINA referee: Category B since 1996, Category A since 2000. She has spent over 50
years promoting diving in Japan and worldwide.

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BOB AND NORMA MAXWELL (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: Producers and directors of water shows and aquacades around the world; Produced three World
Fair Aquacades (1964 New York, 1984 New Orleans, 1988 Brisbane).

Bob and Norma Maxwell have produced and directed water shows around the world for the past 43 years. Their shows
have attracted millions of spectators and featured the world's best divers and swimmers. Known as Maxwell
Associates, Inc. the shows are produced on either an exhibitioner or professionally-competitive format. Shows have
been performed in Hawaii, Hong Kong, Taipei, Bangkok, Miami, throughout Europe and North America. Bob was the
promoter of the shows until his untimely death in 1997, and Norma, who rode the High Diving Horse in Atlantic City
in her early years, produces the shows. Bob conceived and designed the Acapulco CICI Water Park in Mexico and
served as General Manager of Disney on Parade at the Walt Disney Theme Park. Many of the shows are carried on
national television. The Maxwell's were honored by ABC's Wide World of Sports for the longest running sport show
on television - 20 years of Acapulco Championships.

JUDY MCGOWAN (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 55 Years a Competitor, Coach, Judge, Administrator in Synchronized Swimming; Member
FINA Technical Synchronized Swimming Committee: 1984-1996 (Chairman 1984-1992); Member ASUA Technical
Synchronized Swimming Committee: 1979 — 1984; Editor and Primary Author of First International Training Manuel
for Synchro Judges: 1979; Edited First FINA Judging Manuel (1988); Chaired FINA — TSSC Ad Hoc Committee on
Degrees of Difficulty; Developed First Video Tape Series for Training International Routine Judges; Drafted First
Rules and Guidelines for Technical Routines; International Clinician Conducting 37 International Clinics; Synchro
Competition Manager for 1996 OLYMPIC GAMES; U.S. Chef de Mission for 1982 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP;
Synchro Judge/Official at Five OLYMPIC GAMES, Five WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS, Five PAN AMERICAN
GAMES and Seven WORLD CUPS.

Since 1953, Judy has been active as a competitor, a coach, a judge and most importantly, in administrative duties
nationally and internationally. Her younger days of competition in the City of Baltimore area and subsequent coaching
in the area helped prepare her for the many years of commitment and service she gave to the sport. In 1974, she was
the U.S. delegate to the First International Conference on Synchronized Swimming in Ottawa and then elected to chair
the International Judges Study Group from 1974 to 1984. In 1979, she was editor and primary author of the First
International Training Manuel for Synchronized Swimming Judges. She organized the Second International
Conference on Synchronized Swimming in 1979 in Washington, DC. Six years later in 1984, she became the first
woman ever appointed to chair a FINA committee, the TSSC on which she served for 12 years, 8 as chairman. During
her tenure, she innovated and improved judging and scoring procedures, initiated development clinics, conducted
clinics around the world and developed training materials. In 1988, she edited the first FINA Judging Manual, revising
it in 1992. She chaired the FINA — TSSC Ad Hoc Committee on Degrees of Difficulty and authored its report, which
established a systematic approach to assigning degrees of difficulty to FINA figures. She developed the first video
tape series for training international routine judges by writing the script, selecting video clips, designing the format,
and doing the video voice-over. She also wrote a teaching manual to accompany the tapes. She drafted the first rules
and guidelines for technical routines and organized the first FINA Coaching Symposium for elite synchro coaches in
1992 at Olympia, Greece. As an international clinician, she conducted or served 37 international clinics around the
world including Argentina, Australia(3), Brazil, Canada(2), China, Columbia(3), Cuba, Dominican Republic(2),
Finland, Great Britain, Greece, Italy, Japan, Korea(2) Mexico(2), Puerto Rico(2), Russia, Soviet Union, Spain,
Switzerland, Thailand, USA(7), and Venezuela. On the home front, she was the Founding President of U.S.
Synchronized Swimming where she incorporated the organization, hired the first executive director and established
the national office (1977 — 1984). During this time the USSS National Team Program, National Age Group
Championships and Masters programs were begun; and the concept for the first USSS Coaches Certification Program
was developed. She became the chairman of the U.S. Olympic Committee Task Force to investigate the status of
Coaches Education in the United States for Pan American and Olympic Sports. All recommendations were
subsequently adopted including the establishment of a USOC Coaching Education Program. From 1984 to 1988, she
chaired the Coaches Education Committee, organizing the first coaching education seminars for the USOC. She
became a member of the USOC Executive Board from 1980-1984 and was appointed by USOC president Bill Simon
as the liaison for the Athletes Advisory Council. She served as an international judge at the 1984, 2000 Olympic
Games, serving as Chief Olympic Referee in 1988, 1992 and Competition Manager in 1996. She was a judge at the
1978, 1998, 2005 World Championships, 1979, 1997, 1999 World Cups, 1993, 1997, 2002, 2004 Jr World
Championships and 1979, 1983, 1987, 1999, 2003 Pan American Games. She served as Chief Referee at the 1986,
1991 World Championships, 1985, 1987, 1989, 1991 World Cups and 1989, 1991 Jr Worlds. She was the competition
manager at the 1995 World Cup. She was the U.S. Chef de Mission at the 1982 World Championships.

Barbara McNamee has served for over 40 years with synchro in administrative duties for national and local
associations. She has served as a board member for United States Synchronized Swimming, the AAU, the USOC, the
General Federation of Woman’s Clubs and many other volunteer organizations. McNamee brought her financial
expertise to synchro serving as treasurer of the organization from 1976 to 1984. She has worked tirelessly to upgrade
and implement judges evaluation programs in the Americas. She worked on a committee to revise the U.S. judges
education materials. She is a national and internationally rated judge and was the U.S. judge for the 1992 Olympic
Games in Barcelona.

As a coach for over twenty years, she developed athletes from novice to national team levels. As a Masters athlete in
1982, she retired as a national champion in solo, duet and team. As a member of the national team staff, she served as
team leader for the 1982 World Championships and in the 1983 Pan American Games. From 1988 to 1992, McNamee
took over as president of USSS, followed by vice president Olympic/ International from 1992-1997. In 1996, she was
the assistant competition manager for synchro at the Olympic Games in Atlanta. That same year she began her current
coaching position at William & Mary. She served two terms on the ISHOF Board of Directors.

PETER MONTGOMERY (AUS)

FOR THE RECORD: FINA Technical Water Polo Committee Honorary Secretary (1984-1992); President of the
World Olympians Association (1995-1999); Australian Olympic Committee Board Member (1989-present) (vice
president since 2001), Member International Olympic Committee Athletes Commission (1988-1999); Assistant Chef-
de-Mission Australian Olympic Team (1996, 2000); International Court of Arbitration For Sport Board Member
(1993-1999); Founder and Member of the Executive of Australian Water Polo (1982-1992); Played over 500
International Water Polo Matches (1972-1984); Played on Four Olympic Water Polo Teams (1972-1984).

Peter Montgomery is a rare case of being a multiple Olympian as a player (1972, 1976, 1980, 1984) and official
(1996, 2000). He was captain of the 1984 Olympic Team, which placed 5" overall. As a player, he was on the 1973,
1975, 1978 and 1982 Aussie Teams competing at the World Championships (captain in 1982). His team won 11
Australian National Championships from 1973-1984. For 20 years, he has served FINA, the IOC and the Australian
Olympic Committee as noted above in FOR THE RECORD. He was on the 1991-1993 Sydney Olympic Games Bid
and Lobby Committee and has received the Order of Australia Medal for services to sport.

JOAQUIN MORERA (SPN)
FOR THE RECORD: Spain’s Delegate and Representative in the International Aquatic Arena (1952-1979); Author
and Archivist.

Joaquin Morera (1924-1979) served as an administrator for Spain's involvement in the international aquatic arena. He
became a member of the Spanish Olympic Committee in 1952 and assisted in the development of water polo rules. He
was the General Secretary of the Spanish Swimming Federation when Spain re-entered the European swimming
community in the 1950's. In 1960, he authored History of Swimming in Spain and six years later was appointed to the
Bureau of LEN serving as President of the Swimming Technical Committee and General Secretary in 1970, when
Barcelona hosted the European Championships. He was appointed to the FINA Bureau in 1968 and 1972 and between
the years 1965 and 1977, he published CROL. He personally collected and studied one of the most extensive private
libraries on swimming related materials. Morera died in 1979.

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YOSHIHIKO OSAKI (JPN)

FOR THE RECORD: Director of: Japan Amateur Swimming Federation (1987-present), Osaka Swimming
Association (1970-present), Director and President of Japan Masters Swimming Association (1984-present); President
of Shakai Taiku Kaihata Kenkyu-sho (Institute for Development of Physical Education, 1973-present); 1960
OLYMPIC GAMES: silver (200m breaststroke), bronze (4x100m medley relay); 1958 Japan-Australia Dual Meet:
silver (200m breaststroke); 1959 Japan-United States Dual Meet: silver (200m breaststroke), bronze (100m
breaststroke); Director of Japan Swimming Club Association (1987-present); 1986-2002 FINA Masters World
Swimming Championships: 7 gold, 2 silver (50m breaststroke).

Yoshi Osaki has played a significant role in Japanese swimming ever since his days as a swimmer at Waseda
University in the late 1950s. Born in 1939, he swam during his high school years and was trained by the great
Yoshiyuki Tsuruta, 1928 and 1932 Olympic gold medalist (200m breaststroke). At the 1958 JPN vs. AUS Dual Meet,
he silvered in the 200m breaststroke behind world record holder Terry Gathercole.

He won silver the next year at the JPN vs. USA Dual Meet and again in 1960 at the Olympic Games, both in the 200m
breaststroke. From 1959 to 1961, he won 2 Japan National Breaststroke Championships. In 1970, he turned his
enthusiasm to sport administration and for the past 33 years, has guided Japan Swimming in the world. First as the
director of Osaka Swimming Association for 16 years, he then became a director of the Japan Swimming Federation,
helping to guide his country’s international performances since 1987. In 1984, he became the director of Japan
Masters Swimming Association establishing the basic format of Masters Swimming in Japan. In 1992, he was elected
president and under his leadership, Masters Swimming has grown to over 40,000 members and has become one of the
most well managed organizations in the world. In 1985, as meet director, he initiated the great success of the first
World Masters Swimming Championships in Tokyo. Since 1987, he has also been the director of the Japan Swimming
Club Association and Fitness Industry Association of Japan while operating 16 Swimming Clubs all over Japan,
popularizing swimming. He continues to teach swimming to children (now over 13,000) and not only continues to
swim Masters (he has set 9 Masters World Records since 1984), but also coach Masters.

MARK S. RANDALL (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: College Swimming and Diving Coach: 1942-1981; Volunteer for the American Red Cross: 63
years; Developed 26 College All-Americans; Organized Water Exercise for Senior and Physically Challenged
Citizens.

For over 63 years, Mark Randall has continued a life-long love for aquatics. In the State of New York, he coached the
Hamilton College teams from 1942-45 and Colgate University from 1945-65, accumulating a record of 164 wins, 58
losses and 1 tie and developing 26 All-American swimmers. He coached the diving ream an additional eight years,
chaired the Physical Education Department for eight years, presided over the College Swimming Coaches Association
(1962-63), was a member and secretary of the NCAA Rules Committee (1967-70) and served as an officer of every
New York State Association related to competitive swimming, diving and officiating of which one could be a
member. He coached three swimmers to the Maccabiah Games in 1961 and 1965, two of them winning three gold
medals between them. He has received numerous awards from his college for his community service. In 2001, at the
age of 91, he continues to serve mankind and aquatics by conducing the Chenango Water Exercise Group, recognized
by the U.S. Water Fitness Association, in which he personally helps over 350 individuals to use the water as a means
of therapy. Known by all as "The Whale," Mark has devoted his life to helping people of all ages succeed in the water.

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ALLEN B. RICHARDSON, M.D. (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: 20 YEAR MEMBER FINA MEDICAL COMMITTEE: 1980-2000, Chairman 1992-2000;
ADVOCATE TO KEEP SWIMMING CLEAN OF PERFORMANCE ENHANCING DRUGS; DEVELOPED
DEPARTMENT OF SPORTS SCIENCE AND PHYSIOLOGY AT UNITED STATES SWIMMING; AUTHOR OF
OVER 20 RESEARCH STUDIES ON SWIMMING INJURIES.

Until his untimely death in 2002, Dr. Allen Richardson was a dedicated medical volunteer with FINA and USA
Swimming for over 25 years. He started his swimming career as an age group swimmer for Hall of Fame Coach
Soichi Sakamoto in Honolulu and competed as an All-American at Yale University in the late 1960’s, setting National
Prep School breaststroke records along the way. As USA’s Swimming Team Physician in the mid 1970’s, he devised
an extensive plan and recommendations for medical concerns for future team travel, resulting in the development of a
USS Sports Medicine Committee. He developed a Department of Sports Science and Physiology at the US Olympic
Training Center which led to a staffing of full-time professionals for the sport. In 1980, he joined the FINA Medical
Committee and was named Chairman in 1992, a position he held through the 2000 Olympic Games. During this 20
year period and together with Hall of Fame Contributor “Taffy” Cameron (GBR), Allen led his committee through the
tireless effort to keep swimming clean of performance enhancing drugs. During his tenure, his committee over saw all
drug testing at every FINA competition including six Olympic Games. It was his vision that out-of-competition
testing should be conducted on any of the Top 25 World Swimmers in each event, without prior notification. FINA’s
out-of-competition testing while Allen was Chair of the Medical Committee resulted in the discovery of positive tests
for many swimmers from around the world including 1996 Olympic Champion Michelle Smith of Ireland and seven
Chinese swimmers about to attend the Asian Games. These actions may have also prevented other athletes from
falling prey to illegal drug use. In addition, as an orthopedic surgeon, Allen wrote over 20 papers on swimming
injuries that were published and available to individuals around the world, all of which helped in the education, care
and prevention of swimmer’s injuries. Topics ranged from “A Discussion of Swimmers Shoulders” to “Rupture of the
Pectoralis Major Muscle”. He was presented with every major award announced by U.S.A. Swimming.

NORMAN W. SARSFIELD (GBR)

FOR THE RECORD: FINA Technical Swimming Committee: Chairman (1968-1972); LEN: Bureau Member,
Honorary Secretary, Honorary Life President; COMMONWEALTH GAMES: Council Chairman and Honorary
Treasurer; British Team Member and Coach of Swimming and Diving (1955 - 1969); Author of four books.

Norman Sarsfield has given a lifetime of effort to swimming on local, national and international levels. He has been
awarded the Order of the British Empire (O.B.E.) (1981) by Queen Elizabeth, the Military Cross (1943), the FINA
Prize (1990), FINA Silver Pin and Luxembourg's Commander of the Order of Merit (1991) all for services to
swimming. He coached diving at the Durham City Club where his divers won international recognition including
Commonwealth and Olympic honors. He served on the ASA Diving Committee for 20 years, served as ASA President
(1966-1968) and was the driving force behind the ASA Personal Survival Scheme/ASA Award Scheme. From 1955-
1969, he was Team Manager of the British Swimming Team, on-site Manager of the 1968 Olympic Team and
England Team Coach of the 1962 Empire Games. He was FINA’s Technical Swimming Committee Chairman (1968-
1972) and a member of LEN’s Executive Committee (1970-1990) and its Honorary Secretary (1974-1990). He was an
active member, Treasurer and Chairman of the Commonwealth Games Council for England and active in numerous
councils of sport and recreation throughout the country. He became the first paid Secretary of ASA (1970-1980), was
a renowned orator and a formidable debater. He served as a member of the sports councils of Central UK, Europe and
the Commonwealth Games. As FINA Swimming Chairman, he played a major part in the development of the
overhead video camera and timing devices. He is author of two diving instruction books with a combined 11 editions
and two "teaching swimming" books. He produced "teaching springboard diving" films and loop films and was
responsible for the development of professional teaching/coaching qualifications throughout the UK for 20 years. He
was a Durham City Swimming Champion (1936-1952) and water polo player for 25 years. He died in 2003 as Life
President of LEN.

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CHARLES W. SCHROEDER (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: WATER POLO PROMOTOR, PLAYER, COACH, ADMINISTRATOR, OFFICIAL FOR
OVER 58 YEARS.

Charles Schroeder has devoted much of his life to the advancement of the sport of Water Polo, particularly in the
United States. He began his swimming career as the 1937 New York City High School 50y freestyle champion.
Within a few years, he was an undefeated Eastern schools collegiate breaststroke champion and a 1941 member of the
U.S. National Team. Putting his sprinting ability to work, he played on the 1949-1962 New York Athletic Club
(NYAC) Water Polo Teams, winning 11 AAU Senior National Championships. That was after a career playing high
school and college water polo. He was a 1948 Olympic Team Alternate and played in four U.S. Olympic Water Polo
Trials from 1948 to 1960. During the years from 1961 to 1978, he coached the U.S. Maccabiah Team (1961), teams
from the NYAC, high schools and colleges in the area. He was director of the 1964 Olympic Water Polo Trials in
New York City. He has served U.S. Water Polo on almost every committee and was the official historian from 1989
to 2007. He has been US Water Polo Zones and Districts Chairman, conducted Women’s National Water Polo
Championships and was President of the Allegheny Mountain Association of the AAU. His many awards include
being honored in the Halls of Fame of U. S. Water Polo, N.Y.A.C. and Erasmus Hall High School. He was a water
polo official at nine U.S. Olympic Festivals from 1985 to 1995. He is a retired colonel in the United States Air Force.

ROGER SMITH (AUS)

FOR THE RECORD: 1980 to 2005 — Member of FINA Technical Swimming Committee (Vice Chairman — 1992 to
1996; Vice President & Bureau Liaison — 1996 to 2005); 1996 to 2005 FINA Technical Delegate to OLYMPIC
GAMES and WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS; 1986 to 1996 FINA Referee OLYMPIC GAMES and WORLD
CHAMPIONSHIPS; 1968, 1982, 1984 - FINA Technical Official OLYMPIC GAMES and WORLD
CHAMPIONSHIPS; 1991 - FINA Delegate to SOUTH PACIFIC GAMES; 1997, 1999, 2001, 2003 — FINA Delegate
to the FISU GAMES; 1998 — FINA Delegate MICRONESIA GAMES; 2003 — FINA Delegate SOUTH PACIFIC
GAMES; 1986, 1990, 1994, 1998, 2002, 2006 - COMMONWEALTH GAMES Member of Jury of Appeal; 1982 —

Roger Smith has spent most of his 73 years involved with swimming, first as an athlete (1944-1952 as a breaststroke
swimmer and 1959-1970 as a water polo player) then as an official, volunteer and administrator in national, regional
and international positions. Along with the items listed above, Roger served Swimming Australia as President (1976-
1979), Vice President (1973-1976), Honorary Secretary (1979-2003), Board Member Ex-Officio (2003-2005), and
was elected Life Member in 1982. From 1979 to 2005, he was meet director of the Australian National
Championships. He has been awarded the FINA gold pin and in 1992 was awarded membership in the Order of
Australia for his lifelong services in swimming.

VICKO SOLJAN (YUG, CRO)

FOR THE RECORD: FOUNDER/PRESIDENT: Croation Long Distance Swimming Federation (1980-present),
Croation International Long Distance Swimming Championship — “Faros” Marathon (1996-present), “Faros” Long
Distance Swimming Club (1951-present), “Faros” Water Polo Club (1951-1998), “Faros” Sports Association (1951-
present); FOUNDER OF FIRST LEN OPEN WATER SWIMMING CHAMPIONSHIP: 1989.

For almost 60 years, Vicko Soljan has been a swimming, water polo and long distance swimming promoter. At age
14, he was elected to the “Partizan” Sports Association Committee. At age 16, he became the secretary and at age 18,
President for nine years. At age 17, in 1951, he founded the “Faros” Water Polo Club and remained its Coach and
President for 47 years winning multiple Croatian Championships. The same year he founded the “Faros” Swimming
Club and remains today as coach and president. The two clubs combined to form the “Faros” Sports Association and
he has served as it’s only President. In 1976, he founded the “Faros” Long Distance Swim Club, whose coach and
president he remains today. It became the best marathon club in Croatia with multiple champions of Yugoslavia and
Croatia. Also in 1976, he founded the popular FAROS Marathon (16K) in Stari Grad Bay. For 31 years with Soljan
as its leader, over 925 swimmers from 36 countries have competed in the race. Because of his influence, the meet was
the only international event to continue through the 1991-1992 war, becoming the first international sports
competition in the new independent Croatia. This meet is the most prestigious of sports events internationally for
Croatia. Soljan conducted the first LEN Long Distance Championships in 1989 with 5K and 25K distances. In 1991,
he founded the Long Distance Swim Committee of the Croatian Swimming Federation and was appointed coach of the
team taking them to six European Championships and four World Championships. Among his swimmers is the
legendary Veljko Rogosic. In 2001, an independent Croatian Long Distance Swimming Federation was established in
Rijeka. Stari Grad has become recognized as a world center for long distance swimming. Soljan has organized 11
exhibitions on long distance swimming and has written about the subject for various newspapers for the past 58 years.
He is the author of the book Stari Grad — European Centre of Long Distance Swimming. From FINA, the IOC, LEN,
his Nation and his Community, he has received over 23 important awards for service.

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LEROY SPARKS (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: “Father of Swimming” for the Battle Creek, Michigan area; 50 years coach of swimming and
diving and teaching children to swim; First consultant of physical education in Battle Creek Public Schools’; Started
Marathon Lake Swim (1928—present); Started Cereal Bowl Relays for Michigan High Schools (1927-present).

Born in 1895, Roy Sparks devoted his life to swimming. He could coach swimming (received Matt Mann II Award)
and diving (received Bruce Harlan Award) equally well. He served as a diving judge at the 1960 Olympic Trials. He
was the founding swim coach at Battle Creek (MI) Central High School and helped lead it to numerous national
championships from the 1920s to 1960s. At the school, he worked with Hall of Fame coaches Charles McCaffrey and
Bob Mowerson. Roy was instrumental in preparing thousands of youngsters for the competitive ranks. His mission
was to teach every child to swim. He started the Gognac Lake Marathon Swim (1928) now in its 74" year. Roy was a
no nonsense man who loved to teach swimming and promote fitness. He had a positive impact on thousands of lives
who gave 100% effort of himself and expected 100% effort in return. He inspired everyone with whom he came in
contact. Sparks died in 1969.

RICHARD E. STEADMAN (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: 38 years college coach (swimming, diving and water polo); Officer and Committeeman of
Swimming, Diving and Water Polo Committees; Goodwill Ambassador.

Dick Steadman (1915-1991) knew everybody and everybody knew or knew of Dick. He coached for 16 years at the
University of Pennsylvania, Yale and Columbia before spending 22 years at Monmouth College in New Jersey where
his swimmers and divers won national titles in NAIA, NCAA I and NCAA II. He was one of the few who could coach
both swimming and diving equally well and also coach water polo. He served on almost every committee or
association in the sport including as President of the New Jersey AAU and the College Swim Coaches Association of
America. He served 16 years on the U.S. Olympic Diving Committee and received college swimmings' highest award,
the Intercollegiate Swimming Coaches Trophy, awarded to one coach per year by vote of his peers. He was a
workhorse with every project in which he was involved including Olympic, International and National events, many
times as official or unofficial goodwill ambassador. He kept his faithful and productive accomplishments focused on
others, not himself.

YUTAKA TERAO (JPN)

FOR THE RECORD: Founding President of World Swimming Coaches Association; Published Swim and Exercise
Training Books; Brought Japanese Coaches to USA for Clinics and Training Sessions; Sponsored and Helped to Fund
World Swimming Coaches Association, Swim America, Training Expenses for Japanese Swimmers.

From his birth in 1943, Yutaka Terao grew up and promoted swimming in his hometown of Osaka. He helped
developed swimming clubs throughout Japan and as a leader in the sport, he exposed many Japanese coaches and club
owners to the swimming programs throughout the United States and Australia. For over 20 years, he conducted
international tours to world clinics and events. He supplemented trips by printing various swim and exercise training
books. He became the founding president of the World Swimming Coaches Association also sponsoring it and other
swimming groups such as the American Swimming Coaches Association and Japan Swimming. He died in 2001.

KLAAS VAN DE POL (NED)
FOR THE RECORD: FINA Honorary Treasurer (1980-1992); President of LEN; FINA Technical Swimming

Klaas van de Pol was born in 1911, in Akmaar, Holland, and for 30 years played water polo for his club and country.
From 1964, he was a member of the Board of the Koninklijke Nederlandse Zwembond and in 1968 was appointed
Vice President, followed by President in 1978. From 1965 to 1972 he was the Chief d’equipe of the Dutch National
Team. After that he worked as a jury member for two years and from 1974, as a referee in swimming. He was a
member of the TSC from 1976 to 1980, when he was elected Honorary Treasurer of FINA to 1992. He held the same
post in LEN and served as LEN President. Currently, he is an Honorary member of the FINA Bureau. Klaas is an
auditor by profession.

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DR. PHILLIP WHITTEN (USA)

FOR THE RECORD: Editor-in-Chief of Swimming World, Swimming Technique, Swim Magazine; Author of 18
books and over 300 major articles on swimming and other topics; One of world’s leading advocates for swimming at
all levels. Promoter and writer for values of all 4 Masters disciplines.

Since 1992, Phil Whitten has been editor-in-chief of three of the USA’s leading swimming magazines, but promoted
and read world-wide. His editorials on drug doping, the professionalism of swimming, keeping politics out of
international sport, minorities in swimming and other topics are read in almost every country. He was the first
journalist to print documents of the East German drug doping policy and doping problems around the world. His best
selling Complete Book of Swimming is one of the world’s leading authorities on swimming, fitness and health. He has
lectured throughout the world on all swimming related topics. His publications not only include the competitive
disciplines but also studies on exercise, aging and sexuality. In 2002, he wrote and published “Save Our Sport,” a
booklet distributed to clubs and schools to protect the existence of local programs. He has been a successful
competitor on the age group, collegiate, National and Masters levels. He also serves as editor and chief writer for the
world’s number one web site (www.swiminfo.com). His positive energy resonates through his writing and acts as a
magnet drawing others into the sport serving as an inspiration to the swimming community worldwide.

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PIONEERS

RE CALCATERRA (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: International Clinician and Promoter of synchronized swimming since 1955; U.S. National
Committee Member of AAU, USSS; Coach of two U.S. National Champions and two International Champions.

Re Calcaterra has dedicated much of her life to the advancement of the sport of synchronized swimming. She
conducted her U.S. National Clinics from 1958 to 1985, promoting synchro throughout the country. In the early
1960's, this expanded to taking athletes of the U.S. National Team on world tours to promote the sport in less synchro-
developed regions including China, Taiwan, Korea and Japan. She has been rated National Judge for synchronized
swimming since 1955. From 1955-1970 she coached four separate teams to keep synchronized swimming alive in the
Ozark area of Missouri. During her coaching years, Calcaterra coached two senior national champions (Roz
Calcaterra, Mary Jane Gury) and two international champions (Jackie Douglas and Kim Gonterman). Her coaching
has spanned age group levels to Masters Synchro. Calcaterra is a Life member of United States Synchronized
Swimming. She has served USSS in many different capacities including Treasurer, International Chairman, National
Age Group Chair, National Junior Olympic Chair, Awards Chairman and as a North Zone "A" Clinician. She was
elected to USSS Hall of fame in 1970 and is a 1979 winner of the USSS Distinguished Service Award. Calcaterra was
the first woman President of Ozark Amateur Athletic Union (1971) and served in this position for four years. She has
filled the position of Synchro Chair for 56 years and is a Life Member of the organization.

ASA NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS: (100y, 220y, 440y freestyle).

OTTO HOOFF (GER)
FOR THE RECORD: National Champion 1904-1907: platform diving; European Champion 1904 platform diving;
1904 OLYMPIC diver.

At the 1904 Olympic Games in St. Louis, USA, the Germans claimed that Hooff was the best diver and didn’t like the
fact that all three American judges talked to each other after each dive. They were undecided whether form or
difficulty of dive was more important. George Sheldon (USA) was awarded the gold medal and the German Team
lodged an official protest. James E. Sullivan denied the protest and Hooff was denied the gold. This was the first
diving competition at the Olympic Games and contested without the use of a diving rule book.

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GEZA KISS (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: 1904 OLYMPIC GAMES: silver (1500m freestyle), bronze (800y freestyle).

FRANK KURTZ (USA)

OLYMPIC GAMES: cancelled; One U.S. NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP: 10m platform (1933); First U.S. Diver to
Qualify for Three Olympic Teams.

When living in Kansas City as a young boy, Frank was encouraged by Johnny Weissmuller to move to Los Angeles to
highlight his diving. Under Hall of Fame coaches Clyde Swendson and Fred Cady, be became one of the best, winning
the bronze medal at the 1932 Olympic Games in the 10m platform behind his teammates and future Hall of Famers
Dutch Smith and Mickey Riley. At the U.S. nationals the next year, he beat them all. He placed fifth on the ten meter
platform at the 1936 Olympic Games. Second and third places were both within three points of gold medalist Marshall
Wayne. Kurtz was the first U.S. diver to qualify for three Olympic teams, but his 1940 Games were cancelled per
World War II. He then went from high dive to high airplane in the war, flying combat missions in the south Pacific,
setting flight speed records and vying with legends Charles Lindbergh and Amelia Earheart in open cockpits and
closed aircraft. His aircraft, SWOOSE, made of salvaged airplane parts in the Philippines, became an American icon
and Kurtz became an American military hero, the most decorated Army Air Corp pilot in World War II in both the
Pacific and European theaters.

Member.

BARON MASAO MATSUNAGA (JPN)
FOR THE RECORD: JAPAN’S FIRST SWIMMING TEACHER OF THE 20" CENTURY; MAINTAINED THE
OLD TRADITIONAL FORM OF SWIMMING AS A MILITARY ART.

Born in Kumamoto on the Island of Kyushu in the 1880’s, Matsunaga went swimming with his father at an early age.
It was not until 1895 that he formally learned to swim at the Swimming Department of the Nippon Taiiku Kai in
Hamach, Tokyo. Among the traditional military forms of swimming he learned were Mukai Ryu, Suifa Ryu and
Kobori Ryu. He went on to teach these forms of swimming at Chiba and Miyagi Secondary Schools and also at the
Military Academy. Because his younger brother had drowned while taking swimming lessons, Matsunaga devoted his
career to teaching as many children as possible to swim. In 1925, in order to maintain the older traditional style of
swimming as a military art, he created Nippon Yuel Remmel (the Japanese Classical Swimming Federation) for others
of similar opinion to join. The followers of these various schools of Samurai styles of swimming became members to
develop and spread this traditional style of Japanese swimming. Matsunaga continued his career by training
swimming coaches.

BILL NEUNZIG (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: One NCAA National Championship: 100m backstroke (1937); Two-time Big Ten Champion:
150y backstroke).

Bill Neunzig was an All-American (1937-1938) backstroke swimmer for Coach Mike Peppe at Ohio State University.
He swam competitively until 1949, but was unable to compete in dry international competition due to the cancellation
of the 1940 and 1944 Olympic Games as a result of World War II.

Frances competed in the 1920 Olympic Games, the first time women competed in individual Olympic swimming
events. She was competing against Hall of Famer Ethelda Bliebtrey (USA) who held all the sprint world records of the
time. Her 4x100m freestyle relay won the gold medal and individually she won bronze medals in the 100m and 300m
freestyle (the 300m became the 400m freestyle in 1924).

SHUMPEI UTO (JPN)
FOR THE RECORD: 1936 OLYMPIC GAMES: silver (1500 freestyle), bronze (400m freestyle).

Member.

ARVID VALLMAN (SWE)
FOR THE RECORD: 1920 OLYMPIC GAMES: gold (plain high diving).

In an event contested at the Olympic Games in 1920 and 1924, Arvid Vallman won the Plain High Diving gold medal
in 1920. During these Antwerp Olympics, Clarence Pinkston (USA) won the 10m platform and Louis Kuehn won the
3m springboard.

Committee Member.

IET VAN FEGGELEN (NED)

FOR THE RECORD: ELEVEN WORLD RECORDS: Three (100m backstroke), Two (200m backstroke), One (400m
backstroke), One (150y backstroke), One (100m backstroke), Two (3x100m Medley Relay), One (3x100y Medley
Relay); 1964, 1968 OLYMPIC GAMES: Coach With Dutch Swimming Team; Started First Synchronized Swimming
Team in Europe.

Iet van Feggelen reached her swimming prime following the Olympic Games of 1936. In 1938 and 1939, she set eight
Worlds backstroke Records in distances from 100 yards to 400 meters. Her Olympic ambitions were denied when
World War II prevented her from competing in the cancelled Games of 1940. Almost ten years later and following the
war, she swam on Holland’s 3x100 Medley Relay teams setting three world records in the process. In 1947, she toured
the USA with Hall of Fame teammate Nel van Vliet, during which time she discovered synchronized swimming. Upon
her return to Holland, she started the first synchronized swimming team in Holland and Europe. Holland’s Jan
Armbrust followed Iet’s Dutch synchro success with his own team a few years later eventually becoming very active
in the International synchronized swimming scene. The Dutch Swimming Federation selected her as a coach for the
Olympic swimming teams of 1964 and 1968. She currently resides in Holland.

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GEORGE VERNOT (CAN)

CECELIA WOLSTENHOLME (GBR)

FOR THE RECORD: FIVE WORLD RECORDS: 200yd, 400m, 500m breaststroke; 1930 COMMONWEALTH
GAMES: gold (220yd breaststroke); ONE EUROPEAN CHAMPIONSHIP: gold (200m breaststroke); ONE
NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP: 200m breaststroke.

Nominated in 1975 and again in 1994 by William Whelen III — Brother-in-Law.

PAUL WYATT (USA)
FOR THE RECORD: 1924 OLYMPIC GAMES: silver (100m backstroke); 1928 OLYMPIC GAMES: bronze (100m
backstroke); 2 AAU NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS: (220yd, 150yd backstroke).

Nominated in 1998 and Re-Nominated in 2002 by Peter Daland (USA) — Olympic Swimming Coach, Historian,
Honoree, Selection Committee Member.

TEOFILO YLDEFONZO (PHI)
FOR THE RECORD: 1928 OLYMPIC GAMES: bronze (200m breaststroke); 1932 OLYMPIC GAMES: bronze
(200m breaststroke); 1936 OLYMPIC GAMES: Competitor (200m breaststroke); 1923, 1927, 1930, 1934 FAR
EASTERN GAMES: gold (200m breaststroke); 1929, 1931, 1933, 1935, 1937 PHILIPPINES VS FORMOSA DUAL
MEETS: gold (200m breaststroke); ONLY PHILIPPINE ATHLETE TO WIN BACK-TO-BACK OLYMPIC
MEDALS AT TWO OLYMPIC GAMES.

Born in 1903 in Piddig, Philippines, Yldefonzo learned to swim in the Guisit River, where he honed his swimming
skills. In his early twenties, he enlisted in the 57" Infantry Regiment of the Philippine Scouts and as a young soldier,
gained prominence as a competitive swimmer. At the Far Eastern Games and Philippines vs. Formosa Dual Meets of
the 1920’s and ‘30’s, he was a standout breaststroke swimmer beating Japan’s best swimmers including Hall of
Famers Yoshi Tsuruta, Reizo Koike and others. He competed in the 1928 and 1932 Olympic Games winning the
200m breaststroke bronze medal in both Games, the first Philippine athlete to win an Olympic medal and the only
athlete to win back-to-back Olympic medals. He competed in a third Olympics in 1936, still doing most of his training
in the river by his home and still with no coach. When World War II broke out in 1941, he joined the Filipino soldiers
who gallantly fought against the Japanese invaders, but when Bataan fell to the Japanese in 1942, he was among
thousands of Filipino and American soldiers who experienced the infamous Death March to Capas. He died at the
Capas Concentration Camp in 1942 at the age of 39. For this champion swimmer and war hero, a monument of
Lieutenant Yldefonzo was unveiled in 2006 in the Piddig Municipal Plaza of his hometown.

In 1927, William Wrigley, Jr. the chewing gum magnate, sponsored the Catalina Channel Race (Catalina Island to the
California mainland, 21 miles), with a $25,000 first prize, winner takes all. One hundred-two swimmers started the
race but only 17 year old George Young finished the race claiming the winners purse. He had traveled by motorcycle
from Toronto to Los Angeles to compete. He returned to Canada to win the 1931 race at the CNE on the shores of
Lake Ontario against the best long distance swimmers of his time.

- FINA recognized Masters World Records- 10 points (limit 1 world record per event per year, 1986
to present)

- FINA Masters World Championships- 3 points for 1* place, 2 points for 2™ place, 1 point for 3™
place (since 1986 held every two years).

- USA Masters Ranking before 1986- 5 points for 1% place, 3 points for 2™ place, 1 point for 3"
place (Serious competition took place in the USA from 1972-1985 before FINA Masters World
Rankings started in 1986).

Woody began competing in Masters in 1978 in the 65-69 Age Group. This is his 29th consecutive year and he has
been in the top 10 in each one of those years, having swam in six different age groups. All of his 22 FINA MASTERS
World Records are in Freestyle events with one 200m I.M. race in the 80-84 groups. He has 29-number 1, 20-number
2 and 9-number 3 world rankings in short course. He has competed in the FINA Masters World Championships of
1986, 1988 and 1990, when in the 70-74 and 75-79 age groups winning 10 gold, 1 silver and 2 bronze medals.

Most of the competitions that Flora enters are in Great Britain, but she has competed in two World Games held in
Canada and in two competitions held in the United States. Although her international travel may be comparatively
limited, her dominance in her events is reflected by her large number of FINA Masters World Records, which have
earned her over 1000 Masters world points. She has been honored by the Scottish Amateur Swimming Association
with an award for outstanding achievement in Masters swimming.

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ALDO DA ROSA (USA)
FOR THE RECORD (SWIMMER): World Points — 1344, Pre-1986 — 76, Total Points — 1419; Since the 1970’s, he
has competed in six age groups (60-64 into 85-89); 44 FINA MASTERS WORLD RECORDS.

He began Masters swimming in the mid-1970’s for the Rinconada California Masters, after a 40 year break from high
school swimming in his native Brazil. A member of the Brazilian Air Force, then a Ph. D. earner from Stanford
University (USA), he has been professor of electrical engineering at Stanford for over 34 years. During his Masters
career, he has set 44 Masters World Records and won over 9 World Championships beginning with the 1986 Worlds
in Japan. He has 106 — number 1 World Rankings since 1986 with 86 — number 2 and 61 — number 3 World Rankings
in freestyle, breaststroke, butterfly and I.M. events. At age 86, he continues competing today. Aldo was inducted into
the International Masters Swimming Hall of Fame in 2004.

BETSY JORDAN (USA)
FOR THE RECORD (SWIMMER): World Points — 1305, Pre-1986 Points — 151, Total Points — 1456; Since 1973,
she has competed in seven age groups (35-39 thru 65-69); 38 FINA MASTERS WORLD RECORDS;

Over her career as a Masters swimmer, Betsy has set more than 100 national and world records, both individually and
as a member of relays. In 1971 she joined the San Diego Swim Masters team, swimming in both the pool and the
ocean. Betsy has competed in 6 World Championships since 1986 winning 14 gold medals. Most of her World
Records have been set in the backstroke events, but she also set World Records in the individual medley and butterfly.
She has 111 number one, 77 number two and 73 number three Masters world rankings.

Nominated in 2004 by the International Masters Swimming Hall of Fame.

FRANK PIEMME (USA)
FOR THE RECORD (SWIMMER): World Points — 1643, Points Pre-1986 — 49, Total Points — 1692; Since 1980, he
has competed in five age groups (55-59 thru 75-79); 54 FINA MASTERS WORLD RECORDS;

In 1980, only two years before his retirement as an engineer, Frank took up Masters swimming and has swam every
year since that time competing in five age groups starting with the 55-59 group. He has set 48 Masters World Records
since 1986 in the freestyle, butterfly and I.M. events. He has won 13 World Championships at five World
Championships he attended. He has 144 — number 1, 76 — number 2, and 42 — number 3 World Rankings since 1986,
at one time holding all the freestyle number 1 rankings from 50m to 1500m in his age group. Frank was inducted into
the International Masters Swimming Hall of Fame in 2004.

KARYLN PIPES-NEILSEN (USA)

has competed in 4 age groups (25-29 thru 40-44); 131 FINA MASTERS WORLD RECORDS;

At age of 32, Karlyn began setting FINA Masters World Records on a steady basis and now at the age of 43, she has
set 123 of them in the .M., backstroke, freestyle and butterfly. Since her first world ranking in 1987 in the 25-29 age
group swimming the 100m backstroke (Ic), she has achieved 104-number 1, 42-number 2 and 16-number 3 long
course rankings with 126-number 1, 27-number 2 and 9-number 3 short course rankings, more than any other Masters
swimmer, male or female. She competed at the 1994 FINA Masters World Championships winning all five events she
entered.

He has taken part in 40 German Masters Championships for long and short course competitions winning 46 German
titles and 48 vice titles. He has competed in many foreign swim championships in the USA, Canada, Australia, New
Zealand, Great Britain, France, Sweden, Netherlands, Italy, Spain, Belgium, Luxemburg, and Austria. Richard has
competed in five European Championships, winning 18 European and 10 Vice European titles. He has competed in six
FINA Masters World Championships with 30 individual starts, winning 17 gold medals, 10 silver medals and 3 bronze
medals. Richard has set 43 FINA Masters World Records. In 2003 at the age of 90, Richard achieved the requirements
for the German Sports Certificate of the German Sports Association (DSB) for the thirty-first time. Since the last listed
requirements are for the 75-80 age group, he had to achieve the requirements for this much-younger age group, fifteen
years his junior.

Lavelle started setting World Records in 1983, many in distance freestyle events. Since then, she has set 23 LCM and
14 SCM World Records in both freestyle and backstroke events. She has competed in two World Championships
winning 11 gold medals in free, back, breast and I.M. events. In World Rankings since 1986, she has 96 — number 1,
33 — number 2 and 9 — number 3 positions.

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JUDY WILSON (GBR)
INTERNATIONAL HIGHLIGHTS: World Points — 929, Pre-1986 Points — 0. Total Points — 929; Since 1987, she
has competed in 5 age groups (40-44 thru 60-64). 35 FINA MASTERS WORLD RECORDS.

Ever since 1987, Judy has been in the Top Ten Masters for 18 years. She began setting Masters world records in the
butterfly and freestyle and has accumulated 35 FINA Masters World Records — 12 long course and 23 short course.
Since 1987, she was ranked in the world with 31 — number 1, 18 - number 2 and 14 — number 3 long course rankings
and 37 — number 1, 19 — number 2 and 12 — number 3 short course rankings. She competed in three FINA Masters
World Championships, 1996 Sheffield, 2000 Munich and 2004 Riccione, winning 8 gold and 6 silver medals.

JOHN DEININGER (USA) (diving)
FOR THE RECORD (DIVER): 30 FINA MASTERS WORLD DIVING CHAMPIONSHIPS: 1m, 3m springboard and
10m platform; Since 1974, he has competed in seven age groups (35-39 thru 65-69);

In 1974 he helped organize and participated in the first Masters National Championship. John was President of U.S.
Masters Diving for six years and Rules Chairman for four years. He was on the Board of Directors for USA Diving for
6 years and has been a trustee for the USA Diving Foundation for the past six years. His participation in USA National
Masters Championships has earned him over 160 National Championship medals (119 gold, 35 silver, 7 bronze). He
has obtained 38 medals in FINA World Masters competitions (22 gold, 11 silver, 5 bronze). John has won
championship titles at many international Masters diving events held in countries such as: Canada, Brazil, Great
Britain, Norway, Finland, Lithuania, and Ireland.

CAROL FITZSIMMONS (CAN) (synchro)
INTERNATIONAL HIGHLIGHTS: 1994, 1996, 2000, 2002, 2004 Masters World Championships: gold (Solo, Duet,
Team — at each Masters Championships); 11 Canadian National Masters Championships: solo

Carol Fitzsimmons has competed at five FINA Masters World Championships since 1994, winning every event she
entered — solo, duet and team.  Swimming for the Calgary Aquamums Club, Carol has competed at all but three
Alberta Masters Provincial Championships from 1988 to 2005, winning all gold medals. She has competed at 11
Canadian Masters National Championships since 1991, winning all of the solo events (11), duet events (5) and team
events (3) she entered, except in 2001 when she placed second to a team with 1988 Olympic gold medalist Michelle
Cameron.

MIKE GARIBALDI (USA) (water polo)
FOR THE RECORD: Since 1988, he has competed in 5 age groups (30+ thru 50+); Competed in 7 Masters World
Championships with his teams winning 3 gold, 2 silver, 1 bronze medals.

Mike has been involved in Masters Water Polo ever since the 1988 FINA World Masters Championships held an
“unofficial” competition. His Guam team won the silver medal. Involved in Masters swimming from 1971 to 1988
setting national and world records, he jumped at the chance to compete in Masters Water Polo — his first love. His
teams won 7 National Championships from 1988 thru 1997. He was three times leading scorer.

On the international scene, he has competed at seven Masters World Championships winning 3 gold, 2 silver and 2
bronze medals in team competition. He has also competed at the Pan Pacs (1%, 1989), Nike World Games (1%, 1998),
and First Central European Cup (3", 1999). Currently the swimming and water polo coach at Santa Monica College in
California, he is an enthusiast and promoter of Masters Water Polo, the aquatic discipline’s only team sport. Mike was
inducted into the International Masters Swimming Hall of Fame in 2004.

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VIOLA HARTMAN CADY KRAHN (USA) (diving)

Born in 1901, Vi is still diving today. In Masters competitions, she has won 17 World Titles as of 1996, competing in
Denmark, Canada, Australia, England and the United States. After a 54-year layoff from her younger competing days,
she has competed in every age group from 75 years and over — a total of 5 age groups. Her younger days in California
saw her win U.S. Jr. National Championships in swimming, diving and water polo. She married her coach Fred Cady
(U.S. Olympic Diving Coach, 1928-1948) and competed with Hall of Famers Tom Blake and Duke Kahanamoku.
Viola was inducted into the International Masters Swimming Hall of Fame in 2004.

WILLIAM MCALISTER (USA) (diving)

FOR THE RECORD (DIVER): 142 GOLD MEDALS IN US NATIONAL AND FINA MASTERS WORLD
DIVING CHAMPIONSHIPS: 1m, 3m springboard and 10m platform; Since 1974, he competed in six age groups (60-
64 thru 85-89); Known as “Father of Masters Diving”;

Born in 1910, Bill McAlister became a living legend in the diving world before passing away in 2000 at the age of §9.
He envisioned diving as a sport that should include members of all ages and was instrumental in the formation of
Masters Diving in 1973. He was the Masters Diving Chairman from 1977-1981, and founder of the Masters Diving
Newsletter. He competed in almost every U.S. Masters Championship since 1973, earning over 142 gold medals in
national and international competition. Bill’s final year of competition occurred in 1998 when at age 89 he won gold
medals in both springboard and platform competition. Bill was an innovator in the use of the trampoline for improving
diving.

DR. FLOYD STAUFFER (USA) (diving)

FOR THE RECORD (DIVER): 20 FINA Masters World Championships: 1m springboard (6), 3m springboard (7),
10m platform (7); Since 1975, he has competed in eight age groups (50-55 thru 85-89); Competed in 49 USA Masters
National Diving Championships: 115 gold, 18 silver, 5 bronze medals.

Dal Stauffer began diving Masters in 1975 in the 50-55 age group and continued for 26 years. He traveled to more
than 15 countries competing and promoting Masters diving. In nine FINA Masters World Championships
competitions, starting in the 65-69 age group, he won 6 gold, 3 silver medals in 1 meter, 7 gold, 2 silver medals in 3
meter and 7 gold, 2 silver medals in the 10 meter. He competed in three Masters World Games, four Can-Am
Internationals and three Pan Pacific Championships for Masters winning gold medals in all of them. In his 26 years of
US Masters diving, he won 41 golds in 1 meter, 45 golds in 3 meter, 29 golds in 10 meter, 2 golds in synchronized
diving and 3 golds in mixed synchronized diving. He competed against strong competition, as a doctor provided
medical advice at competitions, created the Masters Diving Decathlon, sponsored divers from other countries to attend
meets and has been an exemplary sportsman in venues all over the world.

NANCY HUNT WEIMAN (USA) (synchro)

FOR THE RECORD (SYNCHRONIZED SWIMMING): Since 1975, she has competed in seven age groups (25+ thru
55+); Competed in nine FINA Masters World Championships winning 14 gold, 7 silver and 3 bronze medals in
figures, solo, duet and team events; Competed in 25 U.S. Masters Synchronized Swimming National Championships
winning 56 gold, 15 silver and 9 bronze medals

From its U.S. inception in 1975 Nancy has competed every U.S. Masters National Championship but six, for a total of
25 competitions. She won gold medals in 21 solo competitions and silver medals in the other 4 competitions. In 9
Masters World Championship competitions, she has won the solo gold medal seven times and the figure gold five
times. She competes and wins in all of the figures, solo, duet and team events. In 1975, when no established rules
existed for Masters Synchronized, she helped develop and write rules that were accepted into the U.S. AAU
Synchronized Swimming rulebook. She has been a Synchronized Swimming judge for over 25 years. She has
conducted clinics in Russia and founded the D.C. Synchromasters in Washington D.C. (1975)
